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During every relevant public meeting with
KSEBL officers, the civil authorities are
expressing their concern over the non-
standard electrical installations put in the
public places and the safety hazards to the
public arising out of these eventualities.
Many officers and staff from KSEBL is fac-
ing court cases and prosecution, due to
various reasons, consequent to the electri-
cal accidents that occurred in their area
of control. The number of human loss due
to electrical accidents is alarmingly high
and now it is riding beyond the control of
the KSEBL management or the govern-
ment and is left to the fate of the individu-
als!

The study and evaluation of the
accidents and the prevailing electrical
environment in the state opens the
alarmingly worse safety environment in
the electricity sector of State, which
eventually leads to these accidents and the
loss of precious lives. But the most
unfortunate and serious aspect is the lack
of awareness and concern by the KSEBL
management and the government in
identifying correctly the present
complexities in maintaining the supply of
electricity and in capturing the gravity of
the safety situation in the state. By playing
to the tune of the petty politics and
objectives dictated by the trade unions,
who know nothing about electricity, the
philosophies in practising safety or the
complexities of the electrical networks, the
management and the government is
scoring goals to the galleries. By diluting
many relevant mandatory requirements
specified by statutory agencies in safe
handling of electricity, the management
has assured a very dangerous environment

for the public and the field staff. But
instead of owning the responsibility for the
accidents and loss of life, they evade the
responsibility, escape the wrath of the
public and save their skin by finding some
scape goats among the poor field
engineers and field staff. Most of these
engineers and staffs, assigned with the
responsibility to work in these dangerous
environments are not even qualified or
trained to do their job as per the
mandatory requirements specified by the
Central Electricity Authority. Instead, they
are doing an extra service to the
organisation by doing the jobs, for which
they are not qualified or competent
enough and hence making them
accountable for the lapse and failure of the
management is inhuman and cruel.

As everybody knows, electricity is a
good friend when handled with care &
due respect and worst enemy of life when
handled  carelessly without respect. As
electricity can be dangerous and can
dangerously affect the life and property
of the citizens, if not handled properly, we
have mandatory minimum requirement
specified by Central Electricity Authority
to handle electricity with safety. These
specifications include the availability of
minimum number of competent engineers
and skilled technicians for the licensee to
construct and maintain an electrical
network and the system of license for
electrical contractors to do electrical
installation works. In addition, the
mandatory minimum requirement
specified by CEA for the construction and
maintenance of electrical network needs
to be complied to create a better
environment of safety in handling
electricity at various voltage levels.
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Transfer and posting of engineers and
officers had been a murky business for
several years, thanks to the politicised
organisations. Rampant favouritism,
nepotism and plain corruption has been
the order. Pleadings of the engineers with
genuine grievances has gone to deaf ears
over the past several years. Officers
suffering from diseases and family
problems were sent to distant places
flouting norms and proliferating their
agony for favouring their affiliates.Even
pregnant women were not spared. The
recent transfer orders are a clear evidence
of these murky situations . On such
occasions, the aggrieved had to take

various legal measures to get the justice
done.

Our Association has been fighting
vigorously to end such discrimination and
partisan nepotism. Association has been
campaigning for a fair and unbiased norm
for transfers and postings of engineers and
officers. Association had long ago

It is noted with great regret that we
have not even considered the enforcement
of many important provisions in the
mandatory CEA safety standards to
ensure a better safety environment for
public and field staff from our electrical
network. Over the period, the distribution
network has been become complex with
multisource, multi-voltage supports and
the supports carrying the telecom and
cable TV installations. Moreover, best level
of quality and reliability is expected by the
consumers, because an interruption or
lack of quality in the electricity supply may
end up in making their normal life
miserable. Enforcement of better
standards in construction, operation and
maintenance is the only way to ensure
efficiency of licensee along with better

safety. But instead of enforcing better
standards, we are diluting even the
minimum requirement specified by the
Central Electricity Authority regulations.
Eventually this led to the deterioration of
the safety environment to the present level
and culminated in an alarming situation
in many areas of distribution networks. If
the government and KSEBL management
is not making some serious introspection
on the prevailing policies and operandi on
execution of works in the distribution
system, the prevailing safety environment
will be deteriorated to further lower levels.

Hope the management and
government show some sense to think
beyond petty levels and value the precious
life of citizens in the state.

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suggested a transparent, on-line transfer
mechanism where everyone gets equal
and fair opportunity in their posting and
placement.A draft formula, based on the
existing norms was also suggested by us
to HRM department way back in 2013,
which was shelved for unknown reasons.
In 2016 another appeal for revising the
original proposal was also given to HRM.

As a result of the constant fight and
appeals, the management finally decided
to formulate a new transfer norm for a
transparent on-line transfer scheme.
Engineers and officers associations were
summoned to discuss and finalise the new
norms for effecting the  transfer
order.Eight such discussions and meetings
were held so far. The politically affiliated
organisations have been trying to forestall
the process for protecting their hidden
agenda and interests,by not preparing and
disclosing the minutes of meetings,
misleading the management by wrongly
projecting decisions taken in these
discussions. In the last round of discussion,
a new proposal was made by them to
reserve 5% of all posts in all cadres as
“flagged posts” to which postings could
be done overlooking norms for obvious
reasons. Engineers Association has
challenged this clandestine proposal, since
this proposal would jeopardise the whole
objective of formulating a transparent
transfer policy. We have asked the
authorities to clearly record our objection
in the meeting of the minutes.

Another challenging issue is in regard
to the posting of women engineers. In the
formula under discussion, the in-transfer

index of a person depends mainly on the
duration and distance from normal
domicile place to the office working or
worked. Certain weightage factor
multipliers are also applied in the
formula.In this formula, women would get
only low index because historically
women were transferred to near-by
places. This is true even after taking a 20%
higher gender factor for women in the
formula. This would result in almost all
women getting transferred out of their
domicile places in the ensuing transfer
order. This is not justifiable. Therefore it
was suggested to reserve the same male-
female ratio for posing of women
engineers. However, this could also result
in male engineers getting transfers
frequently if there are more female
engineers in a place than male engineers.
This factor has also to be considered.
Therefore we indicated a 50-50 cap on this
ratio. The matter is however not been
finalised since it requires careful analysis
of the ratio pattern.

Partisan associations, irritated by our
stand on ‘flagging’ and unnecessarily
reserving 5% posts for political nepotism,
have began a futile false propaganda
through social media. The association is
firm on the stand that no flagged posts
shall be created for any reason.
Association unequivocally support
privileges extended to women in respect
of posting. This has to be done carefully
and without causing injustice to either
gender because gender equality shall
prevail.

Sir,

We are submitting here with a copy of our study report on KSERC ARR order
for 2017 - 18 with relevant proposal for your kind consideration.

It is evaluated that the suo - moto tariff order issued by the Honourable KSERC
for 2017 - 18 has not complied many of the mandate and frame works provided in the
Electricity Act and the Tariff Policy. The KSERC approach on rationalisation of tariff,
subsidy and cross subsidy issues, spirit of methodology specified for arriving the cost of
supply, the energy loss calculation etc need to be contested for the benefit of the
organisation.  It lacked initiatives to introduce two - part tariff, to introduce energy
audit without human intervention and popularise the smart meters with rmote
metering technology which are mandated by tariff policy to comply with a specified
time frame.

Again, it is observed that there are serious lapses from the part of KSEBL in
timely submission of capital investment plan for approval, filing application to KSERC
for realisation for extra cost of power through tariff consequent to the failure of monsoon
and submission of truing up accounts in time. On evaluation of relevant issues by our
association, it is noticed that many of these lapses are not corrected and continuing
without much concern on the serious consequences. à
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As these aspects are of utmost importance for the survival of the organisation in the
change environment, KSEB Engineers’ Association request your personal intervention
to initiate appropriate steps to ensure compliance of these aspects without further de-
lay.

 POLICY MANDATES, KSERC’S TARIFF ORDER FOR 2017-18 &
KSEBL LAPSES

INTRODUCTION

The Electricity Act, National Electricity Policy & Tariff Policy mandate the rationalisation
of tariff and advocate for a system of tariff that reflects the efficient and prudent cost
of supply of electricity. A good tariff mechanism need to cover the investment
requirement and maintenance requirement of the electrical network to ensure quality
and reliability of supply and the quantum of electricity transacted as a commodity.

According to Section 45(3) of EA 2003, the charges for electricity supplied by a
distribution licensee may include

(a) a fixed charge in addition to the charge for the actual electricity supplied and

(b) a rent or other charge in respect of any electric meter or electrical plant provided
by the distribution licensee.

According to Section 61 of EA 2003, the Appropriate Commission shall, subject to
the provisions of this Act, specify the terms and conditions for the
determination of tariff, and in doing so, shall be guided by the following,
namely: -

(b) the generation, transmission, distribution and supply of electricity are conducted
on commercial principles

(d) safeguarding of consumers’ interest and at the same time, recovery of the cost
of electricity in a reasonable manner;

(g) that the tariff progressively reflects the cost of supply of electricity and also, reduces
cross-subsidies in the manner specified by the Appropriate Commission

Accordingly, a two-part tariff s ystem is recommended in Tariff Policy with annual
fixed charges to take care of the investment cost, the O&M costs and the administrative
expenses. The cost of investment includes the return on investment, the loan cost, the
rate of annual depreciation, cost of management of forging exchange. The variable
charge takes care of the quantum of electricity supplied with respect to the time of
consumption. Only 20% variation is allowed in tariff from the average cost of supply
and the responsibility of subsidy is assigned to the respective state governments as per
the mechanism specified in Section 65 of Electricity Act. The tariff policy mandates
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reasonable return on investments and directed to initiate road maps with a direction
to ensure viability of the sector with better efficiency and less risk. This report is an
effort to evaluate the KSERC tariff order for 2017-18 with respect to legal and policy
framework provided and to enlighten us on the serious lapses reported by KSERC
from the part of KSEBL.

RATIONALIZATION OF TARIFF

The rationalization of electricity tariff is envisaged to make transaction of electricity as
a commodity - simple and straight and to create an environment for realisation of
efficient and prudent cost from every consumer based on quality, reliability and
quantum of electricity supplied. Accordingly, in Para 8.2(3) of Tariff Policy, it is
mandated that Section 65 of EA need to be followed for grant of subsidies based on the
direction of the government. Section 65 of EA mandated that no direction of the State
Government regarding grant of subsidy to consumers in the tariff determined by the
State Commission shall be operative if the payment on account of subsidy as decided
by the State Commission is not made to the utilities and the tariff fixed by the State
Commission shall be applicable from the date of issue of orders by the Commission in
this regard. Again, the state commission is directed to ensure implementation of this
provision by determining the tariff initially, without considering the subsidy commitment
by the State Government and subsidised tariff shall be arrived at thereafter considering
the subsidy by the State Government for the respective categories of consumers. But it
is observed that KSEBL has not considered this aspect seriously and consequently
resulted in revenue deficit due to the Board Orders issued subsequent to previous tariff
revision.

In the KSERC tariff order for 2017-18, we have 36 tariff categories with 20 categories
of LT tariff, 8 categories of HT tariff, 6 categories of EHT tariff and 2 categories of
traction tariff. By allowing so many categories in electricity tariff, KSERC has made
the transaction of electricity more difficult and too complicated. Too many categories
in tariff results in too many complexities in correct conception of the system of tariff
and identical conception of philosophies by different individuals. This leads to
unnecessary friction with consumers while assigning the tariff. Thus, the life of field
officers in KSEBL has been made miserable subsequent to the disputes and arguments
arising out of tariff assignments. It is observed that, instead of complying the basic
philosophy of rationalisation, the system of tariff has been made more irrational by
creating new tariff categories in every tariff order. To conceive the rationale behind
different price for the same quantum of electricity delivered to a consumer from the
same pole is something difficult for a common man. As such, the KSERC tariff orders
are not in tune with the mandate for the rationalisation of tariff provided to them as
per the provisions in the Electricity Act and Tariff Policy. Hence KSEBL need to take
appropriate steps to ensure the compliance of the spirit envisaged in the Electricity Act
and Tariff Policy, which will ensure efficiency and simplicity in the task assigned to
the field engineers.
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AVERAGE COST OF SUPPLY & CROSS SUBSIDY ISSUES

Tariff Policy mandate only 20% variation from average cost of supply and directs to
ensure realisation of at least 50% of the average cost supply even from the BPL category.
Again, the average cost of supply at different voltage levels need to be identified with
the consideration of appropriate AT & C loss and segregation of technical loss from
the AT & C loss. By any standard, the average cost of supply at higher voltage level
must be less than that of the lower voltage levels due to the technical losses at every
transformation & transmission stage and due to the extra investment requirements.
Moreover, the O & M cost for delivering the electricity at lower voltage levels are
always much higher than that in the higher voltage levels due to extra maintenance
requirements for the equipments and lines in the lower voltage levels. But it is observed
that the KSERC order has not taken this basic fact and mandate in the frame works for
tariff determination. In many cases, the tariff at lower voltage level is lower than the
tariff at higher voltage level. This may provide discouraging signals to the consumers
to investment in their installation to receive electricity at higher voltage levels due to
the fact that the extra investment to receive electricity at higher voltage will end up at
higher electricity charges for them! The distribution at higher voltage level must be
encouraged as it is beneficial to the system by way of reduction in transformer loss and
line loss in addition to the additional benefit of less investment requirement and O&M
cost for the license. Kindly note that the % sale of electricity at LT level is showing an
increasing trend for KSEBL with respect to the previous years and this will adversely
affect the KSEBL efforts to reduce technical loss in the system.

Even though we have 36 tariff categories, we have no tariff at 33 kV level in HT. For
EHT (Commercial) & EHT (General) the 66kV, 110kV and 220kV voltage level is
assigned with combined tariff. Less investment requirement, less transformation loss
and less line loss for higher voltage levels are not considered in determining tariff.

According to the ARR order, the distribution loss associated with EHT has been taken
as 0%, with HT it was identified as 5.5% and with LT it is estimated as 11.39%. It is
presumed that the stated LT loss include the technical loss in the distribution transformer
also. If the LT loss may be subdivided further, 8.39% may be considered as LT line loss
& 3% may be considered as transformer loss. As such, the average cost of supply for
LT consumers availing electricity directly from transformer is at least 8.39% less
attributed to LT line loss. As such, they are eligible for a separate tariff based on the
philosophy of average cost of supply.

To sum up, it is observed that proper efforts were not made in arriving genuine average
cost of supply for various categories of consumers as mandated in the electricity act
and tariff policy and to provide reasonable direction and road map in enforcing this
basic philosophy of tariff determination.

The cost of supply at different voltage levels have been taken by KSERC as EHT- Rs.4.76
/kW h; HT- Rs. 5.03/kWh and LT- Rs.5.37/ kWh. According to Para 8.3(2) of tariff
policy, only 20% variation from the average cost of supply is mandated and accordingly
the minimum energy charge for LT must be Rs. 4.30/- per kWh and maximum Rs.
6.50/- per kWh. It is mandated that even for BPL consumers who consumes electricity
below a specified level must be charged at least 50% of average cost of supply and
accordingly it should be Rs.2.70/kWh or more. But the KSERC order 2017-18 we have
a slab of Rs. 1.50/kWh for BPL with consumption of up to 40 kWh per month. Again,
the cross-subsidy mandate of lower rate (Rs.4.30/-) is not compiled for domestic
consumers with consumption up to 250 kWh per month consequent to system of
telescopic tariff rate is allowed for them. The Agricultural Tariff LT-V(A) & LT V (B)
with energy charge Rs. 2.00 & Rs.2.50 per kWh is also far below the minimum mandate
of Rs. 4.30/- per kWh. Again, we have LT VI (D) tariff, the lowest with no fixed
charge & only Rs. 1.80/- per kWh.
In para 8.3 of the tariff policy, it is stated that “ the State Governments can give subsidy to
the extent they consider appropriate as per the provisions of section 65 of the Act. Direct
subsidy is a better way to support the poorer categories of consumers than the mechanism of
cross-subsidizing the tariff across the board. Subsidies should be targeted effectively and in
transparent manner. As a substitute of cross subsidies, the State Government has the option
of raising resources through mechanism of electricity duty and giving direct subsidies to only
needy consumers. This is a better way of targeting subsidies effectively”.
Please see Para 8.3(4) which says “Extent of subsidy for different categories of consumers
can be decided by the State Government keeping in view various relevant aspects. But provision
of free electricity is not desirable as it encourages wasteful consumption of electricity. Therefore,
it is necessary that reasonable level of user charges is levied. The subsidized rates of electricity
should be permitted only up to a pre-identified level of consumption beyond which tariffs
reflecting efficient cost of service should be charged from consumers. If the State Government
wants to reimburse even part of this cost of electricity to poor category of consumers the
amount can be paid in cash or any other suitable way. Use of prepaid meters can also facilitate
this transfer of subsidy to such consumers”
Thus, it is observed that KSERC has not taken any effort to ensure that the tariff order
2017-18 is in tune with the subsidy mandate and cross subsidy mandates provided to
the commission through Electricity Act and Tariff Policy. KSEBL need to take these
aspects seriously to retain the bulk consumers with paying capacity to ensure the
financial viability of the organisation.
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CROSS-SUBSIDY SURCHARGE AND ADDITIONAL SURCHARGE FOR OPEN
ACCESS

As shown in the cross-subsidy table, the upper limit for the tariff provided by KSERC
in case of EHT, HT & LT consumers are exorbitantly high with respect to the mandatory
limit provided by the tariff policy. Thus, it is natural that these consumers opt for open
access as the cost of electricity in the open market is much less than the cost charged
on them by the KSERC tariff. Most of these consumers are bulk consumers and the
financial viability of KSEBL is very much depends on their affordability to pay cross-
subsidy to the domestic, agriculture and charitable institutions whose assigned tariff
by KSERC is far below the specified mandatory minimum. KSERC need to comply the
mandate provided to it through the tariff policy to have level paying ground for the
utility and the balanced growth for the electricity industry in the state. Unless the
cross-subsidy surcharge and additional surcharge for open access is determined
realistically providing appropriate weightage for actual tariff components, the financial
viability of KSEBL shall be endangered. A consumer who is permitted open access will
have to make payment to the generator, the transmission licensee whose transmission
systems are used, distribution utility for the wheeling charges and, in addition, the
cross-subsidy surcharge. The computation of cross subsidy surcharge, therefore, needs
to be done in a manner that while it compensates the distribution licensee, it does not
constrain introduction of competition through open access .
Accordingly, tariff policy has provided a surcharge formula:
Surcharge formula:
S= T - [C/ (1-L/100) + D+ R]
Where
S is the surcharge
T is the tariff payable by the relevant category of consumers, including reflecting the
Renewable Purchase Obligation
C is the per unit weighted average cost of power purchase by the Licensee, including
meeting the Renewable Purchase Obligation
D is the aggregate of transmission, distribution and wheeling charge applicable to the
relevant voltage level
L is the aggregate of transmission, distribution and commercial losses, expressed as a
percentage applicable to the relevant voltage level
R is the per unit cost of carrying regulatory assets

The formula was provided with following conditions
• The formula may not work for all distribution licensees, particularly for those

having power deficit, the State Regulatory Commissions, while keeping the overall
objectives of the Electricity Act in view, may review and vary the same taking into
consideration the different circumstances prevailing in the area of distribution
licensee.
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• Provided that the surcharge shall not exceed 20% of the tariff applicable to the
category of the consumers seeking open access.

• Provided further that the Appropriate Commission, in consultation with the
Appropriate Government, shall exempt levy of cross subsidy charge on the
Railways, as defined in Indian Railways Act, 1989 being a deemed licensee, on
electricity purchased for its own consumption.

In the ARR order 2017-18, the surcharge formula with the conditions provided in the
tariff policy has taken by KSERC for computing the open access surcharge. But it is to
be noted that the 20% limitation is relevant only if KSERC issued a tariff order in tune
with tariff policy, limiting the tariff for all categories of consumers within 20% of average
cost of supply. In case of railway, the railway tariff should have reflected at least the
average cost of supply. Thus, the cross-subsidy surcharge for open access do not
compensate the expenses incurred by the distribution license as envisaged in the Tariff
Policy.

Moreover, with the system of two-part tariff is yet to be implemented, the fixed charge
in the tariff order may not reflect the cost of investment made by the licensee. Thus, the
tariff order may end up at “reverse subsidy” from weaker consumers to sustain the
open access consumers if the surcharge formula is not appropriately revised based on
the realities.

REGULATORY ASSET AND CARRYING COST

As per the tariff policy 2016, no creation of Regulatory Assets shall be allowed under
business as usual conditions. The recovery of outstanding Regulatory Assets along
with carrying cost of Regulatory Assets should be time bound and within a period not
exceeding seven years. The State Commission may specify the trajectory for the same.

But KSERC in Para 1.18 of its ARR order says “It may not be appropriate for the
Commission to allow KSEB Ltd to take advantage of its own lapses, which can either be wilful
or inadvertent. KSEB Ltd does also appear to be unconcerned about the directives given by
the Hon’ble Supreme Court and by the Hon’ble APTEL to the effect that, the consumers
should not be burdened with the carrying cost on regulatory assets, if any, caused by the
delay on the part of the licensee, in filing application for truing up of accounts and for recovery
of fuel surcharge”.

Para 3.6 of the KSERC ARR order says, “The licensee has to submit specific application for
determination of tariff duly considering the revenue gap, the regulatory assets, if any, and
such other facts. In the past also, KSEB had not submitted in time the applications for
determination of tariff”.

Para 12.54 of the KSERC ARR order says; “the revenue gap for FY 2011- 12 and 2013-14
has to be allowed to the Appellant. However, carrying cost, if any, for the period of delay in
filing the ARR/Tariff petition shall not be allowed because the delay has not been caused on
account of their default.”
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A ccording to the KSERC ARR order, “ the total accumulated revenue gap as on
31.03.2013 is Rs.4944.05 crore”. But not allowed any carrying cost for this huge amount.
This is of seriously concern and affects the financial viability of the organisation. As
such, the management need to ensure corrective actions to ensure the timely realisation
of the future revenue in time and the realisation of the eligible carrying cost through
tariff.

CAPITAL INVESTMENT & KSERC APPROVAL

As per Para 1.10(h) of the ARR order, KSERC informs that, “the expenses incurred by
the licensees without the approval of the Commission and the expenses which are not prudent
will not be allowed to be passed on to the consumers by way of tariff”.

As per Para 3.35 of ARR order, KSERC stated that “KSEB Ltd is not in the practice of
obtaining prior approval for the investments in various projects”.

As per Para 4.6 of ARR order; “KSEB Ltd has not filed before the Commission, the application
for the approval of ARR and for the determination of tariff for the years 2016-17 & 2017-18.
In the absence of details of fixed assets of SBU-G, SBU-T and SBU-D for estimating the
depreciation for the years 2016-17 and 2017-18, the Commission has provisionally estimated
in the notice dated 26.06.2016, the depreciation for the year 2016-17 at Rs 414.80 crore, ie.,
at the same level as that approved by the Commission for the year 2014-15 vide the order
dated 14-8-2014”. As per Para 15.1(b) of ARR order- the directive; “KSEB Ltd shall
submit its detailed programme for capital investment for generation, transmission and
distribution works with physical and financial targets as well as the appropriate funding
plan. After the re-organization of the erstwhile KSEB into KSEB Ltd with SBUs, as per the
Second Transfer Scheme, the SBU-G, the SBU-T and SBU-D shall submit the capital investment
plan and obtain approval of the Commission”.

From above, it is evident that the tariff order does not consider the investments made
after the submission of the data for the year 2014-15. As such, KSERC approval of the
investment plan is the primary requirement to ensure transparency, appropriate return
on the investment through tariff and reduce the regulatory risks involved in the
expenditure. But it is observed that in spite of these consequences, many ongoing projects
and investments have not obtained the required approval from KSERC. Thus, the capital
investments which are under taken by KSEBL is subjected to heavy regulatory risks
without the confidence of relevant  stake holders including KSEB Engineers Association.
Hence, we request the management to ensure prior approval of KSERC for all the
capital investment plans in the future projects and necessary action for getting the
approval for all the ongoing projects. As the execution need to be done in tune with
the approval received from the KSERC, a techno – economic study of the project may
be conducted by independent agencies like CEA/CPRI for big projects, which shall
reduce the regulatory risk, in the eventuality of initiation of works before the KSERC
approval.
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THE COSTS DUE TO VARIATION IN FUEL PRICE & POWER PURCHASE COST

According to tariff policy; “ Commission shall specify an appropriate price adjustment
formula for recovery of the costs, arising on account of the variation in the price of fuel, power
purchase etc. on monthly/quarterly basis for recovery of all prudent costs of the generating
company and the licensee”.

As per Para 12.66 of ARR order; “ the licensee could have realized such additional cost of
power purchase by way of fuel surcharge immediately after each financial year. The licensee
has not realized such additional cost of power purchase from the consumers. In view of the
delay in filing the application for truing up of accounts, the Commission does not propose to
allow the carrying cost on such revenue gaps and therefore, the licensee has to bear the
burden of carrying cost”.

From above it is evident that KSERC may not allow any carrying cost for the extra
expense incurred by KSEBL, consequent to the lack of generation in hydro power to
the tune of 1500 to 2000 MU during the monsoon failure in 2016-17 or earlier. This is
of serious consequences to the normal function of the organisation. Hence appropriate
steps need to be taken to ensure specification of appropriate price adjustment formula
by KSERC and for submission of application to KSERC for realisation of the additional
cost of power without delay.

TWO PART TARIFF

According to Para 8.4 (1), Two-part tariffs featuring separate fixed and variable charges
and time differentiated tariff shall be introduced on priority for large consumers (say,
consumers with demand exceeding 1 MW) within one year and subsequently for all
consumers within a period of five years or such period as may be specified. But the
tariff order for 2017-18 has not taken appropriate steps towards the determination of
annual fixed charge based on investment costs and O&M cost or to decide the variable
charge in tune with the power purchase cost from various categories of consumers.
Moreover, the system of two-part tariff with fixed charge reflecting the cost of
investment is the basic requirement to ensure the freedom of availing content through
open access with the viability of the sector in the future scenario of carrier - content
separation. Hence KSEBL need to liaison with KSERC to move towards the two part
tariff system at the earliest.

SMART METERS, RES INTEGRATION AND ENERGY AUDIT

Proper metering and billing of every consumers and utilisation of smart meter
technology in the distribution system is another important policy directive. Smart meters
have the advantages of remote metering and billing, implementation of peak and off-
peak tariff and demand side management through demand response. These would
become essential in future for load-generation balancing due to increasing penetration
of intermittent type of generation like wind and solar power.
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Hence smart meters are mandated for

a. Consumers with monthly consumption of 500 units and more at the earliest but
not later than 31.12.2017;

b. Consumers with monthly consumption above 200 units by 31.12.2019.

Further, two-way smart meters shall be provided to all prosumers, who also sell back
electricity to the grid as and when they require.

In order to enable energy audit in the distribution system, it is mandated that all
distribution companies shall ensure smart meters in their electricity system throughout
the chain from transformers at 132kV level right down to distribution transformer
level at 11kV and further down to each consumer. Further, in order to reduce theft of
power, the distribution companies should have enabling feature like distribution
SCADA with distribution management system and energy audit functions. SERCs are
directed to mandate these to be in place within two years.

KSEBL need to plan now for appropriate investment on creating appropriate metering
infrastructure and the communication infrastructure to ensure real time controls and
energy audit with integration of RES in the system as per the time limit specified in the
tariff policy. Hence the next MYT plan starting from 2018-19 may include relevant
proposal for the same.

CONCLUSIION

The KSERC tariff order for 2017-18 has not complied many of the directives and frame
work provided in Electricity Act and Tariff Policy for rationalisation of tariff, subsidy
and cross subsidy issues, spirit of methodology specified for arriving the cost of supply,
the loss calculation etc. It lacked initiatives to introduce two-part tariff, to introduce
energy audit without human intervention and popularise the smart meters with remote
metering technology which are mandated by tariff policy to comply with a specified
time frame.

It is observed that there are serious lapses from the part of KSEBL in timely submission
of capital investment plan for approval, filing application to KSERC for realisation of
extra cost of power through tariff consequent to the failure monsoon and submission
of truing up accounts in time.

As these aspects are of utmost importance for the survival of the organisation in the
changed environment, the KSEBL management may initiate appropriate steps to ensure
compliance of these aspects without further delay.

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T he Act 2003 gives the definition of
service line, distributing main  and it gives
the normal  design of the distribution
system.But the repealed Act 1910 had a
detailed description of the service line in
the schedule to the Act. Had there been a
detailed description of the service line in
theAct 2003 it would have helped the
readers in correctly comprehending the
matter.The situation calls for some correc-
tive action lest engineers might find it dif-
ficult  to force the line through private
property if necessity arises.

The service line by definition is the
electric supply line to connect up a
premises  to the distributing main and the
distributing main is the portion of the main
with which service lines are connected
up.To understand  the definition, one has
to visualise a situation of premises
abutting a street and the premises being
connected by radial service lines. There
can not be a more efficient distribution
system and that is why the Acts putforth
such a design for the system.

The schedule VII of the Act 1910
further gives the picture of service lines
being placed in streets so that it may be-
come a distributing main when more pre-
mises abutting the street are connected to
it.The design, points to the fact that the
service line is an electric supply line for con-
necting up a single premises and that for
the further growth of the system, service
lines are to be placed in streets.

Then what about the portion of the
service line placed in one's private
property to connect up the premises.It goes
without saying that the route of that
portion of the service line is the option of
the owner of the property.Here what is of
importance is to note that further
extension of line to this is not to be taken.
In other words the service line is expected
to be terminated at the premises of the
consumer.Extension can only be taken
from the part of the line placed in the
streets. Hence the part of the service line
placed in the private property can be of
weatherproof or  placed underground.If
needed the service can also be connected
up as a gate connection and in that case
the onus of the construction of that part
of the line in the property rests with the
consumer as it forms part of the electrical
installation of the consumer.

In fact the question of forcing  a
service line through private property does
not normally arise at all. This is because as

already discussed service lines are taken
along streets and generally there would be
a pathway to reach one’s premises. The
path way even if it is not a street could be
taken to place the service line.The word
street includes any path way over which
public have a right of way.The misconcept

of shortest route for service lines do lead
some engineers to force the line through
private properties.Actually the question of
selecting the shortest route arises only
after placing  that portion of the  service
line abutting the premises in streets .

The Secretary (Admin) had recently issued a circular as per ref (6) above stating
that the Board has decided to grant recognition to Association of officer s through an
online voting system by quoting a High Court Judgement.  It is brought to your  kind
notice that the Hon. High court in its judgement cited (1) above have not ordered to
conduct any referendum for association of officers in KSEB.  In fact, as required in the
judgement, a Board order was issued as per ref (3) above and accordingly our associa-
tion had furnished the required details called for through the letter cited under ref(4).
Moreover.  It is brought to your notice that as per ref (2) above, the Secretary, KSEB
had submitted the following before the Hon. High Court.
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"As per the Government Servants conduct Rules 1960, there is no mention there in
regarding conduct of referendum for granting recognition to the association of officers
Referendum is required only for the recognition of trade  unions representing the work-
men for this purpose, the Government of Kerala have recently enacted '' The Kerala
Recognition of Trade Unions Act, 2010''. But the recognition of associations of officers
does not come under the purview of this Act.''

The facts being so, it is totally unfounded why management has unilaterally
decided to go in for a referendum for recognition of association of officers by misinter-
preting a judgement, either intertionally  or unitertionally, whereas there is no such
reference in the subject judgement.  In fact, all that was required as per judgement has
already been  served and the matter remains closed for the past several years.  We are
of the view that such unilateral decision by the management is likely to hamper the
existing cordial relationship between the management and the association of officers
and will be detrimental to the organization.

We would also like to bring to your notice that as per the Tripartite agreement,
cited under ref (5) above entered between the management, the Government of Kerala
and various associations, it was mutually agreed that all the existing agreements/
settlements shall be continued to be honoured by KSEBL. Therefore it naturally follows
that the recognition of association of officers granted before the Tripartite agreement
shall be continued. Any unilateral changes to the Tripartite agreement shall invite
serious legal implications and we request the management to desist  from such actions.

In view of the above, we request that the decision of the management to conduct
an online referendum may be reviewed and  withdrawn at the earliest.

ORDER

Delegation of  financial po wers of the Executive officers & Administrative and
Financial powers of full  Time Directors of KSEBL were last revised in July 2014.  As
directed by The Chairman & Managing Director, process was initiated to revise the
powers of delegations to meet the needs in the changed time.

Accordingly the draft proposals of delegation of Powers  of Executive officers and
FTD were discussed in the 31st meeting of the Directors held on 12-04-2017.  However,
Board of Directors decided to approve only the delegation of powers of Executive offic-
ers.  In the matter of delegation of powers of the Full Time Directors, Board observed
that with the present structure of delegation, the full time directors have np delegation
in execution.  Also CMD observed in the meeting that individual directors should be
vested with some financial powers to avoid overloading at the FTD level.  Hence Board
noted the Directors should have some Administrative and Financial Delegation and
therefore authorized CMD to revisit the and to create structure at the level of Directors.

Subsequently the proposed delegation of powers of the FTD was subjected to fur-
ther detailed  discussions and the revised draft  was placed before the 32nd meeting of
the Board of Directors held on 30-05-2017. Following the discussions, Board of Direc-
tors decided to approve the proposal for the  Delegation of powers of Full time Direc-
tors and further resolved to authorize chairman and Managing Director to amend the
revised delegation of power of the Full Time Directors and purchase  committees of
KSEBL, if need be, after a discussion with the Full Time Directors and to implement the
same in the company forthwith.  Further the Board resolved that the final version of
the delegation of power be placed before the next meeting of the Board of Directors for
information.

In the final round of discussions among the Full Time Directors, few finer modifi-
cation were also incorporated and the proposal was placed by Director ( Corporate
planning, GE, SCM & Safety) vide note read as 3rd paper, for approval. Chairman and
Managing Director approved the revised delegation of powers of Full Time Directors
as annexed herewith and decided to place the matter before the Board  of Directors for
information.

O R D E R

KSEBL vide Order read (1) above have accorded sanction to conduct integrated
Induction cum Statutory Training programme for all the newly recruited Assistant
Engineers as per the CEA guidelines. Accordingly, 154 newly recruited Assistant
Engineers are undergoing training under PETARC from 18.05.2017 onwards.

The Induction cum Statutory Training Programme is mandatory for all the newly
recruited Assistant Engineer (Ele) and it comprises of 2 modules. Module I is an
integrated classroom residential training for 55 working days, and is common for all
new Assistant Engineers (Electrical) posted in generation, transmission, distribution or
in any other offices in KSEBL. This module is intended to impart knowledge essential
for working in KSEBL and is based on the syllabus for Engineers and Supervisors en-
gaged in the operation & maintenance of hydro electric power plants, their
associated substations, Transmission, Sub transmission and Distribution Systems.
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After completion of the first Module, the new Assistant Engineers have to proceed
to the second module of field training (Module II). This module is compulsory on job /
in-plant training in the various installations of KSEBL. This module is different in con-
tents, venue and duration for Assistant Engineers posted in Generation, Transmission
& Distribution. The Engineers posted in Generation, Transmission and Distribution
SBUs have to successfully complete this field training of 80 days, 27 days, and 12 days
respectively, as per the stipulated syllabus.

Till recently, the newly recruited Assistant Engineers (Ele) were given induction
level training for 12 days only. Statutory training in hydro generation & transmission
were given separately for the regular Engineers at PETARC.

This is the first time KSEBL is imparting integrated Induction cum statutory train-
ing programme for the newly recruited Assistant Engineers to abide with the stipula-
tions of the Central Electricity Authority.

As per the practice followed in the Board, the employees imparted with statutory
training are insisted to execute an indemnity Bond, specifying the condition that every
participant of the statutory training should serve in specified areas of training, for not
less than two years immediately after the training, failing which they shall compensate
the Board.

The Deputy Chief Engineer, PETARC has reported that some of the newly re-
cruited Assistant Engineers who are undergoing Induction Level Statutory Training
under PETARC have given resignation letter as they have got appointment elsewhere.
The Deputy Chief Engineer (PETARC) vide letter (3) cited above has proposed to insist
on the execution of indemnity bond with KSEBL, by the newly recruited Assistant
Engineers, to the effect that they shall serve KSEBL in the trained area for a specific
period after attending/completing the Induction cum Statutory Training Programme
for Assistant Engineers (Ele),since a considerable amount is being spent by KSEBL for
imparting induction cum statutory training for each of the newly recruited Assistant
Engineer (Ele).

In view of the above, the Chief Engineer (HRM) has presented a detailed note
before the Board regarding the execution of an undertaking by the trainees. Having
considered the above, sanction is hereby accorded to the following.

1. The newly recruited Assistant Engineers (Ele) currently undergoing Induction cum
Statutory training and all the Assistant Engineer (Ele) newly recruited by KSEBL in
future shall execute an undertaking (in stamp paper worth Rs.200/-) to KSEBL,
stating that they shall serve KSEBL in the trained area for a minimum period not less
than three years after attending/completing the Induction cum Statutory Training
Programme for Assistant Engineer (Ele), failing which they shall pay an amount to
KSEBL as detailed below.(Undertaking is appended as Annexure I)

à
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a. Before completing Module I training - Rs.50,000/-

b. Afte r completing Module I training & Before completing - Rs. 1,00,000/-
Module II training

c. After completing Module II, but before completing
Module I training - Rs. 1,00,000/-

d. After obtaining Statutory certification in any
Functional area - Rs. 5,00,000/-

e. In case , the Assistant Engineer (Ele) directly enters
Module II training without completing Module I due
to late joining or other reasons, and leaves before - Rs. 50,000/-

completing Module II
In cases different from the above, the amount shall be decided and recovered by

KSEBL, subject to the maximum ceiling of Rs. 5,00,000/-.

2. the Deputy Chief Engineer, PETARC shall collect duly submitted undertaking (in
stamp paper worth Rs.200/- ,attached to this Board Order) from the Induction
cum Statutory trainees and forward to the concerned ARUs for pasting in their
Service Book.

3. NLC and relieving memo from KSEBL shall be issued to the new Assistant Engi-
neers (Electrical) on resignation, only after recovering the stipulated amount from
them and the Deputy Chief Engineer; PETARC is authorized to collect the same.

4. Requirement of submission of the above undertaking is a statutory clause in the
appointment of the newly appointed Assistant Engineer (Ele).

5. Subsequent salary shall be disbursed to new Assistant Engineer (Ele) only after
obtaining this undertaking.

6. The Assistant Engineer (Ele) who have submitted their resignation letter before
the date of this Board Order, shall be permitted to relieve from KSEBL as a special
case, by collecting an amount on prorata basis based on the number of days of
training attended considering the direct training expenditure of Rs.50,000/- per
person for the 55 days of Module I training.

It is also ordered to incorporate the above clauses in all the appointment orders of
Assistant Engineer (Ele) in future. The same shall also be informed to the Kerala Public
Service commission. Orders are issued accordingly.

Vide reference (1), the Government of Kerala allowed a time period of six months
to KSE Board Limited for implementing the provisions of Rules 6&7 of the Central
Electricity Authority (Measures relating to safety and Electric supply) 2010 Regula-
tions in KSE Board Limited. Prior to this, vide reference (2), KSE Board Limited had
constituted a committee consisting of Full Time Directions, Legal Advisor and Disci-
plinary Enquiry Officer, Chief Personnel Officer and Chief Engineer (HRM) with Deputy
Chief Engineer (HRM) I as convener for formulating the new recruitment, promotion
and training policies in KSE Board Limited in accordance with CEA Regulations.

Accordingly, the committee held several sittings, discussed the matter in detail
and formulated proposals for the implementation of new recruitment, promotion and
training policies in KSE Board Limited. These proposal were submitted to the Full Time
Directions of KSE Board Limited vide reference (3). The Full Time Directors have de-
cided to discuss the matter with the recognized trade unions.

The major averments in the proposals related with workmen categories are as follows:

I. New R ecruitment Policy

For the technical cadres in Electrical Wing there may be 3 entry cadres.

1.Entry Cadre I:  The new name suggested by the committee for the entry cadre I is
TECHNICIAN IV (T4) which will be corresponding to the existing Electricity Workers.

Minimum Qualification: - Pass in Std.X/XII and pass in 2 year I.T.I course in
Electrician/Wireman trade conducted by a recognized and approved institution. The
candidates should be National Trade Certificate holder in Electrician/Wireman trade
conducted by a recognized and approved institution. There is no restriction in the
maximum qualification.

Physical Requirements:

(a) Normal eye vision and minimum Height.

(b) Pole climbing skill

(c) Possess valid two wheeler license.

(Male candidates need only apply for the post. Physically handicapped is not eligible)

Age Limit : Upper age limit is 30 years for General candidates 5 years relaxation
may be given to SC/ST candidates in upper age limit.

Promotion:  A maximum of three promotions/Grade promotions may be provided to
T4. The promotion channel and designations may be as follows:-

Technician IV - Technician III – Technician II – Technician I

The senior most employees in the entry cadre (T4) may be engaged for meter
reading. The employees up to Technician I may be those coming through promotion
channel only and no other types of recruitments or entry may be allowed for Techni-
cian III, II & I. The employees in T4, T3 & T2 cadres are not eligible for promotion to
Supervisory cadre (Entry cadre II). They can enter in supervisory cadre only by passing
the requisite Kerala Public Service Commission examination. The employees in T1 cadre
can avail promotion to the next higher cadre, ie, Junior Engineer which is a supervisory
cadre only if they possess a diploma /degree in Electrical Engineering and having a
minimum service of 3 years in T1 cadre.

The candidate who join as T4 should serve a minimum period of 5 years before
his promotion and consequently he should serve a minimum period of 3 years in T3, 3
years in T2 and 3 years in T1 cadres respectively before getting promoted to each of the
next cadre.
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Separate sanctioned strength may be fixed for the categories from T4 to T1 and
separate guidelines may also be issued for the promotions from T4 to T1.

Mode of Recruitment: The recruitment to T4 cadre through Kerala Public Service
Commission may be in district wise manner. Similarly the promotion to T3, T2 and T1
may also be in district wise. Only those employees who are promoted from T1 to Junior
Engineer cadre needed to be appointed – anywhere in the State.

2. Entry Cadre II

The name of the cadre “Sub Engineer” may be changed to “Junior Engineer”,
which is a supervisory cadre 60% of the total cadre strength may be filled by direct
appointment through Kerala Public Service Commission and 40% may be filled up by
promoting qualified T1 employees.

Qualification for 60% appointed by KPSC for JE (Ele)

Diploma/Degree in Electrical Engineering with 60% aggregate marks. For
SC/ST candidates 55% marks is sufficient..

Age: Upper age limit in 30 years for general candidates 5 years relaxation may be given
to SC/ST candidates on upper age limit.

Qualification for 40% promotion to Junior Engineer Cadre (Ele)

Diploma/Degree in Electrical Engineering without any mark limit. Only the
employees in the post of T1 and having diploma or degree in Electrical Engineering
and minimum 3 years qualifying service in T1 alone may be promoted to Junior
Engineer. The feeder category to Junior Engineer may be limited to T1 category alone
and the employees below T1 cadre, who are having qualification can enter as Junior
Engineer only through Kerala Public Service Commission, without any quota.

Promotion:  Only the employees in the post of Junior engineer (Ele) having 3 years
qualifying service may be promoted as Assistant Engineer (Entry cadre III) in the 40%
quota. The promotion may be strictly in pure seniority basis. The 40% is based on exist-
ing vacancies of Assistant Engineer cadre (Remaining 60% is for direct recruitment
through KPSC)

For the technical cadre of Civil Wing there are only 2 entry cadres.

Entry cadre I Junior Engineer (Civil)

All arising vacancies in this may be filled only by direct appointment through
Kerala Public Service Commission.
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Qualification:

Diploma/Degree in Civil/Engineering with 60% aggregate marks. For SC/ST

candidates 55% marks in sufficient.

Age: Upper age limit is 30 years 5 years relaxation to SC/ST candidates on upper
age limit.

Promotion:  40% of the Assistant Engineer (Civil) cadre strength may be filled by
promoting Junior Engineer (Civil) on seniority basis. Junior Engineer (Civil) with 3
years qualifying service alone need be considered for promotion.

II. Existing Employees

About 90% of the existing employees in the workmen category in the
technical wing are unqualified as per the regulations 6&7 stipulated by CEA. These
employees should acquire the required qualification and after that sufficient effective
training should be imparted to them.

The unqualified hands in the Assistant Engineer and Sub Engineer category
having 3 years or less for retirement on superannuation need not be disturbed and they
may be exempted from the above stipulation. They may be exempted from operation
and maintenance jobs and may be re-deployed in offices like Customer Care Centre,
APTS, Office places in Circle and Division Officers, Stores, Revenue Wing in Section
Offices etc. If anybody in the above category expresses willingness to acquire the quali-
fication and training stipulated by CEA, they may be given a chance for the same.

In the case of other unqualified employees in categories Electricity Worker,
Lineman and Overseer, KSE Board Limited may conduct separate examination by
following the syllabus stipulated in CEA Regulation in consultation and tie-up with
State Government institutions. After passing the examination, these employees may be
given rigorous training according to the syllabus and time duration envisaged by CEA
regulations. A separate seniority list may b maintained for the candidates who pass the
examination in parity with the existing seniority list. Failed employees may be given
further chances for attending the subsequent examinations conducted by competent
authority and a maximum of four (4) chances may be given to the candidates for pass-
ing the examination. The seniority of a candidate may be revised with new seniority list
after passing examination in parity with the original seniority list. The list may be re-
vised up to the time of his promotion. Examination may be conducted by Board and
certificate may be issued to the passed candidates by the State Government.

The existing Overseers may have to acquire diploma qualification for becoming
Sub Engineers.
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In the care of Sub Engineers, about 87% candidates are under qualified and
thus according to CEA regulation, they are not eligible for working in the Sub Engineer
cadre, which is supervisory in nature. Those Sub Engineers who have minimum ITI or
equivalent qualification and less than 3 years for retirement need not be given further
promotion. Examination as per CEA regulation mentioned above is to be conducted
separately for unqualified Sub Engineers. Time bound higher grade promotion appli-
cable may be given to the existing unqualified hands instead of cadre promotion, if
they do not pass the qualifying examination as per CEA regulations. They may never

be suffering from any financial loss. Such employees may be eligible for a maximum of
3 promotions/grade promotions. They may be imparted sufficient training in a time
bound manner according to CEA regulations for enabling them to discharge their
duties more efficiently. Regarding their retention in the present cadre Board may take
up the matter with the Government for appropriate relaxation or orders.

A separate seniority list may be maintained for the qualified regular ITI/Di-
ploma holders as per CEA regulations in each cadre and their promotion to the appro-
priate posts may be given according to the existing system. Applications may be invited
from the qualified hands and a seniority list may be prepared and promotion may be
given to them according to the new seniority list seniority in the new list is assigned to
the qualified employees in parity with their seniority in the existing list. Once a person
is promoted based on the revised seniority list, no Junior Senior anomaly fixation or
restoration of seniority may be entertained.

3. Training

The employees may be given rigorous training according to the training
syllabus and time duration envisaged by CEA regulation. RPTIs can be engaged for
conducting the training and faculty members may be identified by Board. Training
may be given according to seniority, KSEB Limited may arrange training for all catego-
ries based in their seniority in a phased manner.

4. General Suggestions

(a) Higher studies like diploma/degree of employees may be at their own cost.

(b) If anybody among the in-service candidates applying for Kerala Public
Service Commission appointment for any post, they may be given a
weightage or age relaxation with the concurrence of Kerala Public Service
Commission.

(c) A new pension scheme may also be formulated and the retirement age may
be recommended as 60 as per the recruitment order.
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(d) For the next two or three years, in the case of Kerala Public Service
Commission recruitment, Board has to take an appropriate decision
regarding reporting of vacancies to Kerala Public Service Commission till the
training and promotion policy is implemented in a full fledged manner.

(e) Every retirement/VRS/death/promotion, vacancy in the Worker category
may be vanished and changed as Technician IV. The recruitment in T4 va
cancies may be according to the new system. Appropriate sanctioned strength
may be prepared for the promoted categories in the new set up.

(f) In future, the complete promotion may be according to qualification stipu
lated in the CEA regulation.

(g) The existing policy may be frozen on a nearby date subject to the
sanctioning of time extension by the State Government.

(h) The existing system may never be integrated with the new system and the
existing employees and those who are advised by Kerala Public Service
Commission or are in the existing Kerala Public Service Commission list may
not be disturbed by the new system until their retirement.

(i) There may be a separate wing for IT category with requisite qualifications.
