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State’s Resources not to be bartered for the
Rights protected by the Constitution......

The Mullaperiyar Dam issue has been lingering the Kerala &
Tamil Nadu politics for many long years. This dam was
constructed during 1886-1895 using old time construction materials
- rubble masonry in lime surkhi mortar as shell of the upstream
and downstream side filled with lime surkhi concrete as inner
core. Later, in an effort to strengthen the Dam, a concrete shield of
10 metre thickness was added to the downstream side of the old
dam during1980.

The Dam was constructed after executing a lease deed in 1886
for a period of 999 years between the Maharaja of Travancore and
the Secretary of the State for India, for the irrigation of the vast
stretch of barren land in Madras Presidency by diverting the
waters of Periyar River of Kerala. Subsequently two
supplementary agreements were also executed in 1970 by the
democratic Governments of Kerala and Tamil Nadu. As per the
first supplementary agreement, the lease rent was enhanced from
Rs.5 per acre to Rs.30 per acre with a provision to revise the same
in every 30 years. The second agreement permitted Tamil Nadu
to generate electricity using the waters of Mullaperiyar

The Mullaperiyar dam is having a length of 1200 feet and a
height of 155 feet from the river bed. The lime surkhi concrete
portion of central core forms nearly 60% of the total volume of the
dam. Though an RCC cap was also provided on the top of the
dam in addition to the 10 metre concrete shield over the
downstream side, the joints between the old dam and the new
additions leftout without grouting allowed the leakage to
continue unhindered.
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It is widely suspected that
Mullaperiyar dam lost much of its
strength due to continuous washing
away of lime from its core. Heated self
sided debates are going on about this
aspect. One side argues that there
already exist 37 similar dams in India,
which are more than 100 years old and
are in service without any problem. So
there is no logic in saying that
Mullaperiyar is unsafe on the ground
of age of the structure. The other side
opposes this by stating that out of those
37 dams that are more than 100 years
old, thirty are of earthen dams of and
below 20 metre height having an
average storage capacity of less than 1
TMC! Hence these earthen dams have
no comparison with Mullaperiyar Dam.
Among the remaining other seven
masonry gravity dams also, the
Mullaperiyar dam exceeds all others
with its height of 53.64 metre and its
huge storage capacity of 15.6 TMC.

On safety concerns, the storage
level of Mullaperiyar dam has been
limited to 136 feet by the Court of law.
Several petitions are pending before
the Hon. Supreme Court for and against
raising this level beyond 136 feet, and
even for de-commissioning of the Dam
on the same ground of safety. The Court
is for an amicable solution through
mutual dialogue, but yet to be
complied due to political unfeasibility.
The recent seismic activities caused lots
of noises leading to the creation of a fear
syndrome among the settlers whose
dwelling are possibly along the path of
deluge waters in the event of a mishap.
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It is widely feared that an imminent
dam break poses a direct threat to the
lives and property of 35 lakh of people
living downstream and also a threat to
the Idukki reservoir.As a precautionary
measure, KSEB also have to take an
uneconomical decision in its water
management that may have its
repercussion in the coming summer
season by way of serious power
shortage, probably at a time when the
General public might forget the present
chaos.

The Supreme Court appointed
expert Committee is yet to submit its
report. The Govt. of Kerala entrusted
I1'T Roorkee to carry out the study about
the strength of the Dam and we hope
that they will come out a Residual Life
Analysis of the Dam with the aid of
modern methodology, without delay.
The issue of demolition or
reconstruction of the Dam should be
taken up only on the basis of such study
reports by such accredited agencies and
until then those responsible must show
the wisdom to rein in their nerves to
reasonable levels. And at the same time,
all concerned must show the nerve to
address the real underlying issue also
apart from the safety concerns.

The real underlying issue is neither
construction of a new Dam nor
maintaining the old Dam in good shape.
The real issue is Water Sharing, which
IS an important issue said to be one of
the possible future major causes for the
next World War if ever to happen!
Nobody has any doubt that Tamil
Nadu’s Agricultural productivity on

per unit of water supplied is much
higher when compared to that of Kerala.
It is also a fact that we depend heavily
on our neighbor for our “stomach filling”.
But it is also a fact that Water is the only
natural resource that we have in plenty
and is the only resource available
locally for Electricity Generation. As per
the Electricity Act 2003, the State
Government should generate Electricity
using the resources locally available. At
the present 136 feet level, about 11.5
TMC of water can be stored and
diverted to Tamil Nadu. Had the
Maharaja of erstwhile Travancore not
signed the 999 years lease deed with the
blood of his heart and Mullaperiyar
Dam was not constructed, 11.5 TMC of
waters would have been available for
power generation at ldukki power
house which is equivalent to 480 million
units of electricity! So the opportunity
cost of water being given to Tamil Nadu
even at aerage cost of Rs. 3.5 per unit of
electricity would amount to Rs 168

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crore. If all the inflows, including
diversion, during rainy season is also
considered, the opportunity cost will
be not less than Rs 200 crore per annum.
However, with the same quantum of
water, Tamil Nadu can multiply the
benefit manifold coupled with
electricity generation & agricultural
production that ensures the food
security of Kerala too. So, under any
pretext, it is not beneficial for both the
parties to deny water to Tamil Nadu,
but water must be given on Mutual
Benefit sharing basis at today’s price
level.

Protection of Life of every Citizen
is guaranteed as Fundamental Right
under Right to particular freedoms in
Article 21 Part I11 of our Constitution. It
is the Right of the people of Kerala too

for which, we need not barter our
inherited resources. Hence the slogan
“Our Waters for Tamil Nadu in return
for Protection of Life” needs to be
reviewed as it amounts to denial of
inherited benefit to our future
generations. The lease rent of Rs 5/-
per acre fixed by the erstwhile Maharaja
was reasonable considering the then
price level of rice and vegetables and
associated benefits like flood control in
the downstream land. Use of water for
electricity generation could not have
been envisaged then. Even then the
Mabharaja described the signing of the
treaty as signing with his heart blood.
Still, the present day democratic
leader’s utterance to renounce the
precious resource belonging to future
generations just for a song is untenable
and lacks farsightedness. *

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As you have guessed the topic of this
letter is nothing other than the present hot
topic of Mullaperiyar. Here in Tamilnadu
we fail to understand why you people are
making so much noise and fuss about this
issue. The dam and the reservoir were
leased out to us in 1896 for 999 years ie
till 2895, so that means that there is no
likelihood of you people laying your
hands on this for the next 20 generations
or so. This makes me wonder why the
British who fooled your maharaja so well
did take on lease Hongkong only for
simple 99 years.

Which means that you Malayalees
are not as smart as you think - the
Chinese are smarter than you.

You people are worried that this
dam will break. We cannot fault you very
much, since all of you have grown up
seeing the roads constructed by your
PWD. You must remember that PWD is
also an acronym for the motto of that
department - Plunder Without Danger.
But the British engineer who built this dam
was not a member of your PWD. He
belonged to the British army's
engineering wing. Their pride in their
profession was so high, that even when
they built a bridge for their enemy, they
made it well as we have seen in "the bridge
over the river Kway". So there is very little
chance that this dam will burst as your
Opposition Leader says.

Here in Tamilnadu, we are fully con-
vinced that nothing will happen to the
dam. Do you know why, because our

Amma has said so. Not only our Amma,
our Ayya has also said so. (if you do not
know who Ayya is - he is Kalaingar Dr.
Karunanidhi. You may not know what
Kalaingar means - it means Great
Versatile Artist). This is one of the rare
occasions in the history of our Tamilnadu
where Amma and Ayya have said the same
thing. Usually what happens here is that
people appointed by Ayya is dismissed by
Amma , then reinstated by Ayya and again
dismissed by Amma. Similarly if a
building is made for some purpose by Ayya
, Amma will utilize it for some other
purpose. Coming back to the issue of dam
and its possibility of bursting, your
Government has been giving some
alarming figures of people who will lose
their lives. Even if the dam bursts, the
released water will raise the level of the
river between Mullaperiyar dam and
Idukki dam. If any body is affected in this,
it will be the "land grabbers" of your state,
who grabbed the government land next to
the river. That makes me wonder why your
land grabbers are so foolish, wasting their
energy in grabbing such low value assets.
Here in our state, land grabbing is a much
evolved subject and people involved in this
have a great degree of expertise. They can
in fact conduct training sessions for your
people.

Do not be under the impression that
this dam will burst, just because it is more
than 100 years old. Here in Tamilnadu, we
have a dam built by Raja Raja Cholan (the
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Grand Anicut) that is more than 1000
years old. Itis on the Cauvery situated very
near to Trichy and stores water to a height
of 10 feet that is when there is water in
Cauvery, that is when Krishnarajasagar
releases some water to Mettur dam and
when Mettur dam releases some water
downstream. We very often quote the
name of this dam when we have to prove
that we have expertise in maintaining
dams.

We know how all these problems
started. When your present Opposition
Leader was the opposition leader some
eight years back also he wanted to create
some nuisance for the then CM who is the
present CM also. This was a problem in-
vented by him for that purpose. We un-
derstand that he is still very active in this
field.

Actually he
should have shouted "kollakoodathu,
kollakoodathu" , Tamilians would have
understood the meaning easily). Since he
has nothing better to do this time also is
doing the rabble rousing. Other leaders,

who also have nothing to do is doing tﬁé
same.

Talking about Vaiko, |
am reminded about that poor general
Fonsecka, who is counting bars in a
Srilankan prison.

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In the heart of the District lies the 'IDUKKI
DAM' - Asia's biggest Arch Dam of 555
feet height proudly standing between the
two mountains ‘'Kuravanmala' (839
meters) and 'Kurathimala' (925 meters).
This prestigious project of our nation is
situated in Idukki District and its
underground Power House is located at
Moolamattom which is about 19 kms from
Thodupuzha. Idukki Dam is 43 kms away
from Moolamattom

The possibility of hydroelectric
development at Idukki was first
conceived in 1919. As per history Shri
Kolumban, the head of 'Araya’ race dur-
ing 1922 showed the way, to the
Malankara Estate Superintendent and his
friend Thomas, who were on hunting spree
in the forest, the spot of present Arch Dam.
He told them of the legend of Kuravan
and Kurathi Hills. The mind of Thomas
was stirred by the sight of water flow
between the mountains and his idea made
the dream true of Idukki Arch Dam. Sri.
W.J.John of Malankara Estate submitted a
report to the Government of Travancore
in 1932 on the possibility of constructing a
dam at Idukki for Power Generation.

In 1947 Sri.P.Joseph John, then Chief
Electrical Engineer to the Government of
Travancore made a preliminary investiga-
tion report. On the request made by the
Government, the Central Water and Power
Commission took up detailed investigation
in 1956. The project report was prepared
in 1961 and the Planning Commission
accorded sanction for implementing the
scheme in 1963 and the preliminary works
of the project were started. The project was

posed for Canadian aid and its scope was
enlarged and a revised project report was
drawn up in 1956-66. The construction of
this Dam commenced on 30 April 1969.
Storage of water in Idukki reservoir
commenced in February, 1973. The
inauguration of trial run of the first
machine was celebrated on 4th October,
1975. Commercial operation of the Power
Station was commissioned on 12 February
1976 by the then Hon. Prime Minister Smt.
Indira Gandhi.

Construction of this Arch Dam and
two other dams at Cheruthony and
Kulamavu has created an artificial lake of
60 sg. kms. width and the water stored, is
utilised for production of electricity at the
unique Moolamattom Power house, which
is located inside the rocky caves. The
Project harnesses a major portion of the
power potential of Periyar, the largest river
in Kerala State, by the creation of a reser-
voir of 2,000 M.cum (2 Billion Tonnes) ca-
pacity, diversion of waters thus im-
pounded through a water conductor sys-
tem consisting of a power tunnel and two
underground pressure shafts to an under-
ground power house situated in
Muvattupuzha Valley.

The installed capacity of the Power
House is 780MW consisting of 6 Units of
180 MW each. The regulated waters of
Periyar, falls through a drop of about 669.2
metres (2195 feet) while generating power
in the underground power house. The tail
waters flowing to Kudayathurpuzha
through tunnel and open channel will later
be diverted for irrigation purposes in the
Muvattupuzha Valley. %
