Dear young Engineers, you have attained this position through merit and with
the support of our democratic society. So, your obligation is only to the society and
to your organization and hence should discharge your duty fearlessly and without
any bias and bindings. This organization is not located in any one or few locations
of the State, but spans throughout the length and breadth of the State. So you must
step into this organization with a sense of sharing the responsibility and ready to
work anywhere mindset. No person or group can assure a posting of choice forever.
However, by remaining united as a class, and with the right attitude of togetherness,
spirit of sharing and being accommodative, it is possible to get convenient postings
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in the major part of one’s career. As a thumb
rule, the best option for fresh graduate for
initial posting is Generation for many reasons
including the fact that it offers the best ground
for adaptation to the new organizational
environment because project areas are
clusters of Engineers with whom one get the
opportunity to share their organizational
experiences and for strengthening of personal
relation . In this regard, unlike in the
preceding two occasions, the present posting
order has considered the above aspects and
is balanced geographically and without
unjustified undulations and at the same time,
keeping in tune with the organizational
requirement for which the Chairman and
Board Members deserve Appreciation.

Though KSEB is one of the best
employers of the State sector and is a
technology intensive Organization, the
organizational environment is generally
politically charged. Trade Unions are
permitted only for workmen category.
Though Officers category do not have Trade
Union rights, they can form Associations to
safeguard their interest and for collective
bargain. Electrical Engineers being the
natural leaders of this industry as well as
being the Appointing and Disciplinary
authority at various levels, it is better that we
shall not attach any political tag to our
identity. This is essential not only for
discharging our duty fearlessly and without
being dictated by extraneous elements, but
also for maintaining cordial relation with
workmen belonging to different Trade
Unions and for dealing with their issues
justly and unbiased.

Kerala State Electricity Board was
constituted under Electricity Supply Act,

1948 from the erstwhile State Electricity Q)
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Department on the 1% April 1957. The
Engineers Association was formed three
years before and was inaugurated by the
then Chief Minister of Travancore-Kochi
State, Sri. Pattam Thanu Pillai on 25"
April, 1954 in the main hall at the old
Government Engineering College,
Trivandrum (now the PMG office). The
Association conducted its 56" Annual
General Body at Kasargode on 9" May
2009. The rich activities of the Association
have been flowing since the birth till
today, uninterruptedly like a holy river
emanated from the Himalayas. The
organization is the fulcrum of our
activities and we have been striving for
enhancing the service conditions and
status of the professional fraternity which
in fact benefited the other sections of
employees also. We had a history of
struggle that resulted into jailing of 24
eminent Engineers for 34 days during
1974 which made the Government to
allow what was agreed upon but had
been desisting from implementation, like
adoption of Central DA to officers and
other benefits like improved career
prospects.

Now in
KSEB, a situation has reached in which a
lower qualified professional with less
service is promoted over their seniors who
are higher qualified!! Anyone would agree
that it is an aberration of law and needed
correction. But sadly, a major section of
affected Engineers who allowed
themselves to be clenched between the
strong jaws of politics in return for some
short term benefits like posting of choice,
is not permitted even to raise their
grievance and sob aloud against such
brutally demoralizing situations.

So dear young Engineers, safeguard
yourself and do not surrender your
professional identity and do not allow to
be defaced for the sake of certain short term
temporary benefits. Stay united and
safeguard the professional ethics and
career prospects. KSEB Engineers
Association is the right platform and
provides the right template for your united
efforts to safeguard your professional
interests and ethics. We wholeheartedly
welcome all the young Assistant Engineers
to its fold and call upon them to take up
the mantle and march forward successfully
to face the future challenges with
confidence.

Sub:- Promotion of lower qualified juniors over their higher qualified
seniors— rectification of anomaly in the promotion of Asst. Engineers to
Asst. Exe. Engineers in KSE Board- request for amendment of Rules.

As per Kerala Engineering Service Special Rules, the vacancies in the category
of Asst. Exe. Engineers are to be filled up from among Asst. Engineers in the ratio of
3:1 between persons possessing Engineering degree or equivalent and those possessing
Diploma or equivalent. The rule also states that the ratio is to be applied on cadre
strength. However, this practice had been dispensed with consequent to an ID award
(No.13, 1966) and since then the ratio started applying on arising vacancies. Although
the award was advantageous to workmen at the initial stages, later on the cadre strength
worked out to their disadvantage and led to many court cases that frequently has
been jeopardizing the promotion process of Asst. Engineers since the year 2003.
Subsequently, complying with various court orders on the issue, the old promotion
system by applying ratio on cadre strength restored. This sudden shift in policy coupled
with irregular recruitment of long interval by PSC, created a situation in which junior
Diploma holders are getting promoted over their senior Graduates in Asst. Engineer
to Asst. Exe. Engineer promotions.

The present situation is so alarming and demoralizing that majority of the 1997
PSC recruited Graduate Asst. Engineers are still continuing in their entry cadre even
after 10 to 12 years of service whereas their counterpart Diploma holders, who had
been working as their subordinates for some time and later promoted, are now getting
promoted over their one -time superior officers. This anomaly is not happening in the
case of Asst. Exe. Engineer to Executive Engineer promotion because of the protection
clause-4 © (2) in Engineering Service (General Branch) Special Rules as amended vide
G.O.MS No253/PW /66 dated 25/11/1966.

A similar situation arised in PWD also during 1990, but due to different reason,
when the department was bifurcated into Public Works and Irrigation Department.
Following High Court clarification that Govt are free to amend the rules to give relief
to graduate Asst. Engineers even if it resulted in the altercation of quota and citing
Sant Ram Vs State of Rajastan in which the Supreme court held that “it is true that the
Govt cannot amend or supersede statutory rules by administrative instruction, but if
the rules are silent on any particular point the Govt can fill up the gaps and supplement
the rules and issue instructions not inconsistent with the rules already formed” the
Govt of Kerala issued G.O.(MS) No.86/94/PW&T dated 3/10/1994 and rectified the
anomalous situation. In the GO it was stated that in order to tide over the anomalous

situation, it is necessary to issue an executive order as the amendment to Special Rule
is time consuming and will not serve the purpose. The Govt. interalia noted in the
order that even though similar quota rule exists in the matter of promotion to the
category of Executive Engineer, the special rules stipulate that an Asst. Executive
Engineer who possesses the qualification of Diploma will not be eligible for promotion
over a senior Graduate Asst. Executive Engineer to the post of Executive Engineer,
unless the later is otherwise rendered ineligible for promotion. Hence the commitment
of the Govt. is implied in the above G.O to make necessary amendment to Special Rule
conveniently consuming required time. However even after a lapse of 15 years, the
amendment is not legislated.

In this context we also like to point out that Diploma holder as Sub-Engineers
also face a similar problem versus their counter parts possessing lower qualification
like ITT and certificate holders in the matter of promotion to Asst. Engineers. So we
request you to move the Government to make appropriate amendments to Engineering
Service Special Rules to the effect that persons possessing lower required qualification
and service shall not be promoted over their senior counterparts possessing higher
required qualification in the promotions to Asst. Engineer and to Asst. Exe. Engineer.

Chhattisgarh Appellate Tribunal has given a land mark judgment on
15-07-2009 in a case, between Chhattisgarh state trading Corpn. and Chhattisgarh
state regulatory commission. The Tribunal held that main objective of Electricity Act’03
is not to eliminate SEB’s. Judgment says it is not mandatory to unbundle SEB’s as per
EA’03. The provisions under Section 131 which deals with reorganization of SEB’s
come to effect only if state Govt. undertakes a transfer scheme, but transfer scheme is
not mandatory as per the provisions under Section 131 of EA’03.

Some of the important developments in different states are as under :

¢ Himachal Pradesh - HP Govt has issued a notification under Section 131(1) of
EA’03 for the purpose of vesting of functions, priorities, interest, rights, obligations
and liabilities of HPSEB in the state Govt. for revesting by state Govt. in a corporate
entity. The transfer scheme as per Section 131(2) shall be finalized within a period
of Six months. In the meantime State Govt. has constituted a managing committee
consisting of Chairman and Members of HPSEB. The management committee will
act for and on behalf of State Govt till such time as the Govt. company as required
under Section 131(2) is incorporated.

¢ Punjab - State Govt has agreed to constitute a committee comprising of political
party representatives, farmer’s and other stake holders to discuss and finalize the
issue of reorganization of PSEB. Pay scales have been revised in PSEB, available on
www.psebea.org

¢ Kerala - Govt has decided to go for on composite Company. However KSEB
Engineers Association has opposed it demanding the state Govt to review their fatal
decision and continue KSEB as it is by exercising the powers vested under Section
172 of EA’03

¢ Tamil Nadu - Already a separate Transmission Company has been formed. TN
Govt. has decided to unbundle TNEB with one company as Transco and other
company having Generation & Distribution together.

¢ Jharkhand SEB, Bihar SEB and Meghalaya SEB are continuing as it is. No further
development in Chhattisgarh after unbundling in January’09.

¢ U.P. - Urban Franchisee of Kanpur and Agra has been awarded to M/s Torrent
Power of Ahmedabad. Vidyut Karmachari Sanyukta Sangharsh Samiti is opposing
and it has decided to proceed on strike whenever Govt. tries to hand it over to
private franchisee. State Govt. intends to do it sometimes in November. Engineers
& Employees are preparing to fight it out.

¢ DVC - DVC Engineers Association under the leadership of Er. A.K. Jain is
continuously fighting against the rampant corruption and gross irregularities
prevailing in DVC. Detailed report will be put up by Er. A.K. Jain in FE meeting.

¢ Pay Scales have been revised in Punjab, Maharashtra and Gujrat in last few months.
Respective state units are requested to circulate it in FE meeting.

As per the Judgement of Appellate Tribunal of Electricity dated: 1607 2009 between
Chattisgarh State Power Transmission Company Ltd, Ve Chattisgarh State Flectricity
Regulatory Commission Chatlisgarh & s, Jindal Steel & Power Lid., the Tribunal has
ruled that unbundling of SEB is not mandatory under the Electricity Act 2003 and the
State is free to retain the function of Geperation, Tranemission and Distribution under one
utility,

A Copy of Judpement is enclosed for your kind reference. This matter was
deliberated in the South India Power Engineers Federation Council Meeting held on
Bangalore on 15112009 and it was resclved that "In view of the judgement of the
Appellate Tribunal it is requested that the original structure of KESEB as State Electricity
Bosrd should be restored and that KSEB should be allowed to function as verbeally
integrated SER as per the provisions of section 172 (a) of the Indian Electricity Act 2003.7

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METERED SUPPLY FROM MAINS

Though APTS function is an important
function from the revenue point of view,
it is generally looked upon as anti
consumer and is perceived as unsolicited
guest by the consumers. However this
function is inseparably integrated in view
of the peculiarity of our selling method.
KSEB is like an exclusive shop that
supplies its proprietary product together
with a measuring devise at the doorstep
of the consumer and he is free to consume
the commodity duly measured as per his
wish. This freedom may tempt few “not
so gentlemen consumers” to tilt the needle
of the balance (measuring devise, here the
energy meter) to their favour. Theft of
electricity essentially means illegal
extraction of energy either by tampering
or through bypassing the energy meters.
Rest of the irregularities like additional
load, misuse of tariff etc are mostly
happening due to ignorance and is
without any dishonest intention. For HT
consumers, the concept of additional load
is not at all an issue as long as the
consumer’s MD recorded is within the
contract demand and if he exceeds the
contracted maximum demand, he
automatically pays the penalty in the next
bill. Such a facility is not allowed to LT
consumers because of our limitations in LT
metering. Our rule on additional load
basically infringes the right of the
consumers to purchase and keep
additional number of electrical gadgets in
his premises for the sake of redundancy
and uninterruptible services even though
he is not using it simultaneously. An LT

consumer is not entitled to the applicability
of his load factor or diversity, the
summation of which determines the
system diversity factor. Similarly misuse
of tariff is not going to stay forever in view
of the existing rule aim at eliminating cross
subsidy. Hence if we are able to bring in
certain revolutionary concept in metering,
the generally resented APTS function
involving policemen in sales activities can
be minimized to a greater extent. In this
context it is to be seen that this function is
not active in similar service industries like
telephone and internet. This is because
their consumers have no access to the
metering devise. Such a central metering
system is not possible in our case due to
technology constraints. However we can
think of a method to shift the metering
devise from consumers’ premises to the
nearest Board’s installation, say from the
mains (post). The problem is the prevailing
manufacturing standard of energy meters
which are unfit to install on pole tops. If
the design is changed to suit for pole top
mounting through which metered energy
can be given to consumer, there is going
to be a revolutionary change in the whole
concept of metering in power sector.
Actually the measuring element is a small
chip that can be encapsuled in a small
hylem container filled with potting
compound (like capacitors, rectifiers etc)
with terminals taken out for IP, OP and
signals. These hylem containers may be
dove tailed bottom type that are suitable
for group mounting on a ‘C’ channel. The
pole mounting ‘C’ channel will
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have sufficient length to house a group of
meters. The metered O/P is connected to
the incoming cable of consumer
installation and the consumer may be
permitted to install a conventional energy
meter for self audit as part of his
installation. The signal probe can be
brought down and terminated in a small
kiosk fitted at a reachable height for meter
reader as I/P to his PDA.

A synopsis of the above concept was
submitted by one of the candidates
selected for training in IIM by the Board,
but was rejected in the preliminary
screening by the HRD for reasons best
known them. the Board has set up an
innovation committee to put up
innovative concepts for implementation.
Recently the Board has accepted the
prepaid metering system put up by the
innovation committee for implementation
in selected premises. Even an infant in
power sector knows that pre-paid
metering is not at all an innovative concept
of today and is an accepted technology
well implemented long ago even in under
developed countries like Nigeria.

The above mentioned synopsis
rejected by the learnt HRD is reproduced
here for discussion and evaluation by the

readers.
SYNOPSIS

Name of the Project : A metering solution

(i) Technical Loss:

In the transmission side the losses can
be attributed to system voltage level, type
of conductor, improper terminal
connections/joints etc. In the distribution
side it can be attributed to unbalanced
load, system overloading, creepage due to
touchings on the line, improper
connection etc.

(ii) Commercial Loss:

This is attributable to wrong
metering, faulty metering, theft,
unmetered energy etc.

The present value of loss figures is

AT &C Loss - 29.54%

Transmission Loss - 5.93%

Distribution Loss - 15.21%
The focussed area :— to reduce

commercial component of AT&C loss by
minimising the effect of tampering on
meter in consumer premises.

The methodology proposed is an
innovative concept in metering that
involves the co-ordination of different
entities like R&D Wing of KSEB,
prospective manufacturer of micro
processor based Energy measuring device
etc. A pole mounted outdoor type group
metering device will have to be designed
and developed. This device will have
multiple port to supply measured energy
to a group of consumers consisting of 4 to
5 Nos. from a single main (post). The
metered output would be connected to a
measurement port fitted at a reachable
height using a probe so that through a
PDA the meter reader can take the reading
and issue bills. The PDA should be a]%
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to switch between consumers of the
particular module to take individual
readings. The poly metering module shall
be designed of different combinations like
3 consumer 3 Ph., 5 consumer 3 Ph etc.
depending on the requirement after
conducting a field survey to assess the
average number of connection given from
each post. Add-on type modules shall also
be designed if extraordinary number of
connections are given from a single post
as is a practice in market areas for giving
connections to commercial establishments
and shops. By this methodology the Board
will be able to give metered supply directly
from mains to consumer premises, thereby
eliminating the possibility of tampering of
meters for theft of energy.

Since a group of meters are
incorporated in a single module it would
be economically feasible to provide
protective measures like surge suppressors
to provide protection against lightning
and surge voltage, which is a major cause
of failure that is experienced during rainy
season. The hardware part of the meter
shall be well secured mechanically through
a process of enclosing the same in hard
potting compound with leads taken out.
By this the damage due to weather and
rough handling can be avoided. The
consumers may be permitted to install a
good quality conventional check meter of
any type in the premises as part of their
installation for auditing purpose which is
entirely at their option.

Validation Methodology:

The Board can save a substantial
amount of money by way of establishment
and other expenses for setting up of squads
to detect power theft. Since the connection
to consumers are given from studded
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terminals of the metering unit the
connection will be firm and thereby reduce
supply interruption and loss reduction due
toloose connection. Undesired trespassing
of squads in the consumer premises can
be minimised, thereby providing good
customer relations and increased
consumer satisfaction which in turn will
improve the overall image of KSEB in
public.

A specific area having a high density
of consumers may be selected for the pilot
implementation of the Project. A field
survey is to be conducted to decide the
average number of connections that
emanate from a single post. An
expression of interest from prospective
manufacturer of static energy meters
having good R&D facility may be invited
to develop this concept into a tangible
project for implementation. A technical
team consisting of experts in metering
having experience in TMR, R&D may be
constituted to associate with the
prospective and qualified manufacturer.
The inhouse IT team of KSEBoard may
also be included in the team to develop
necessary softwares for discriminated
metering of the single module.

After implementing the project, the
benefit may be measured by evaluating the
increased revenue realisation from the
particular area, reduction in loss
(distribution) through energy auditing,
reduction in number of inspections in
detecting theft and finally conducting a
consumer satisfaction survey to measure
consumer satisfaction index.

If the concept is realised into a
tangible project and implemented it will
revolutionise the whole concept of
metering in Power Distribution Sector.
