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Kerala State Electricity Board is again under the shadow of an allegation
accusing corruption in the awarding of a Computerization project under
R-APDRP scheme. The fact that the allegation was first made by none other
than the previous Electricity Minister Sri Aryaden Mohamed, who is well versed
about the affairs of the Board, commands attention. The persistent stand of the
Opposition Leader in support of the allegation warrants close examination of
the matter in wider perspective and to expedite for immediate correction. This
Central aided project, envisaged to improve the all round efficiency in power
sector that ultimately translate into increased Consumer delight, has to be
completed time bound to save the Central Grant from being converted as  loan.
In the past too, KSEB lost substantial Grant due to non completion of time
bound central assisted schemes. The Grant portion of the Rs. 320 crore APDRP-
City Scheme too lapsed that was the  previous central assisted scheme which
we got when Sri Aryaden Mohamed himself was Electricity Minister. APDRP-
City scheme envisaged the improving of the 11 kV Distribution infrastructure
of three cities of the State- Trivandrum, Kochi and Kozhikode- dramatically.
That scheme too had Part A- infrastructure part- and Part B-IT part- in which
awarding the Part A had been coincided with the change of Government. Part
A was for the creation of an  11 kV U.G. cable net work compatible for Distri-
bution Automation including laying of HDPE conduit for drawing OFC to
create a back bone communication network for the 2nd phase IT.  The
subsequent dismantling of dedicated project implementation team ultimately
delayed the project execution indefinitely resulting into the lapse of the
Central Grant portion. The IT part never took off either! When part A will be
completed, the fund for automation has to be apportioned from the present
R-APDRP for making the APDRP-City scheme under execution fully
functional.

The computerization endeavors in KSEB has a history of three decades of
hitches and glitches. During early 80's, the  service books of today's senior most
Engineers (1982 batch) who  are now occupying positions ranging from Dy.C.Es
up to Members, had been summoned by the then Chief Engineer- General

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(present HRM) for computerization of HR
data. Now when one of those gentlemen is
due for retirement in this month, the O/o the
CE (HRM) still  have no  information about
his gender& date of birth  for processing the
retirement papers! Such is the height of sorry
state of information level that the CE (HRM)
possesses about his Human Resources. The
first major causality occurred when Board
tried to computerize the PF Accounts during
the later part of 80's which if materialised,
would have been of immense benefit to Em-
ployees as a whole, but hit the rocks and had
to be scrapped. The first IT roadmap was se-
riously laid during 1998 with the formation
of MIS department.  The Board under the next
Government also did not bring about any
major deviation in the IT plan and went
ahead with the computerization activities
without losing momentum. The LT billing
area was about to be computerized almost
successfully but got impeded by another
allegation, then against the licensed Software
of Microsoft. The professionally assisted but
in-house developed LT billing software was
propagated as useless by projecting certain
audit observations which could have been
well clarified.  The software was actually
reported to be having reasonably satisfactory
performance in terms of user-friendliness and
scalability barring few corrections & debug-
ging requirements that can happen to any
computerization initiatives during the initial
stages of implementation. Following the shift
to the present Government, there was again
a forced retreat from the milestones already
achieved till then by proclaiming the holiness
of "free software" philosophy. The already
developed LT Billing software that was
under half way roll- out was also got
scrapped leaving crores of Rupees worth
hardware purchased as dead stock. !
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Computer based Information
Technology is an ever evolving and
highly dynamic cutting edge technol-
ogy meant for improving the produc-
tivity by eliminating monotonous re-
petitive activities where process or
product differentiation is not required
and for capturing data & processing
information easily accessible for good
governance, better decision making etc.
The software development cycle fol-
lows definite phases and the client's role
is essentially confined in the final main-
tenance phase of the cycle for which
an in-house IT team is to be set up. The
development of this intangible product
requires costly trained brain and com-
mands a price which would be paid
back by improved productivity and ef-
ficiency. As widely perceived, software
development and implementation is not
generic in nature and it is highly do-
main specific. All software companies
are not competent to develop & imple-
ment all software modules suitable for
all industries and enterprises alike. For
example, the IT Giant Microsoft got
their ERP package developed by SAP,
Germany and implemented by another
system integrator proficient in Enter-
prises Resource Planning integration
because the core competency of
Microsoft lies in another IT sector.
Similarly KSEB's core competency is in
the implementation of Generation,
Transmission & Distribution projects
and its maintenance.  Just as we pur-
chase transformers, insulators, conduc-
tors and the like innumerable materi-
als and equipment, we should also show
the wisdom to purchase right software
from right developers and got imple-

mented by system integrators having right ex-
perience for successfully achieving the mile-
stones.

The present allegation centers on the dif-
ference in quoted amount of the selected bid-
der who is a S.Korean company with respect
to the quoted amount of the lowest bidder,
an Indian Company.  This contract being cen-
tral assisted, is not only governed by the con-
tractual laws of KSEB, but by those terms set
by the Central agency PFC on behalf of cen-
tral Power Ministry as well. Only those
empanelled by PFC are eligible to bid for the
contract. So the pre-qualification part as per
the KSEB rule is eliminated. Instead, the PFC
set certain objective parameters for arriving
at the weighted average contract price from
the bidder's quoted amount. KSEB appointed
a consultant too - Feedback Ventures - to do
the bid evaluation process. There is a differ-
ence of about Rs.50 crores between the quoted
amounts of selected & lowest bidders which
is apparently seen as loss to the exchequer, if
the contract is awarded to the selected bid-
der. The allegation is that this perceived loss
of Rs 50 crore can be avoided if the quoted
amount of the lowest bidder is accepted with-
out loading for levellising the deviations from
tender conditions in his offer.  But that would
amount to clear violation of tender conditions
which could not have been justified. The onus
is to convince all concerned that the tender
evaluation is done strictly as per existing rules
and approved tender conditions applicable to
this contract.

At the same time the responsible
political leadership must not allow this
important IT related project too to lapse as
used to be, in the best interest of state power
sector. Successful implementation of the
project will directly translate into immense

benefit to consumers by way of improved
service and increased transparency & ac-
countability in the affairs of Board. There
is no dispute regarding the ability of the
selected bidder in implementing this
specialized computerization project. It is
learnt that they had experience in suc-
cessfully implementing same type of
project in South Korean Utility way back
during 2000. It is also learnt that the low-
est bidder has experience only in other
unrelated IT applications. Sound Do-
main Knowledge is an important ingre-
dient for successful completion of this
type of projects. In this context it must
me mentioned that software major, TCS
had deputed a team of Engineers here to
acquire domain knowledge with the in-
tention to bid for APDRP City scheme-
IT part, which was supposed to be taken
off here for the first time in India during
2006-07 period. Though we failed then
also to realize, the homework done en-
abled them to bid successfully and imple-
ment same kind of projects subsequently
in other state utilities. As pointed out ear-
lier, time bound completion is the basic
condition for central grant eligibility. We
should not allow the Rs. 220 crore Grant
portion to lapse for the sake of the
perceived Rs 50 crore unproven loss. This

is in addition to the opportunity cost due
to non-implementation or delayed
implementation of the project. Let us not
be penny wise and pound foolish.

If the Board management is
confident about the correctness of the
tender evaluation, the selected bidder to
whom LOI has already been issued should
be allowed to go ahead with the implemen-
tation without any further delay. If
warranted, let an appropriate agency
enquire the whole matter including the
procedure adopted by PFC for empanelling
of bidders about which we have reserva-
tions. At the same time the Board should
also liberate itself from the shackles of free
software doctrine and should be open to
accept software that exactly suits the re-
quirements on competitive basis. Renowned
software majors like Infosys were kept away
from bidding for this project only because
of the open source insistence of KSEB. Off
late, DRDO is planning to develop an
indigenous Operating System christened as
"Saraswat" and tomorrow if some extreme
Nationalist outfit demand reverse Engineer-
ing of the entire systems so far made to be
supported only by indigenous Saraswat,
where shall do we stand?

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The word means a lot. We can approach
it from lot many angles. Everybody try to
create their own meaning to the word. Let
us check what chemists say of the word.
The branch of chemistry which studies the
substances associated with living things is
called organic chemistry. For long it was
believed that the substances associated
with the living things could not be made
by hand from inorganic substances. We
now know that it is not at all true - the
only difference is that there are more
complicated arrangements of the atoms
are involved. Organic chemistry obviously
has a close relationship to biology - the
study of living things. The main problems
of organic chemistry are in the analysis
and synthesis of the substances which are
formed in biological systems or living
things. There are subheads called biochem-
istry, molecular biology etc. And at heart
everything say of arrangements of atoms
and the laws of physics say ultimately
what these all mean. In the early days of
biology, the biologists had to deal with the
purely descriptive problem of what living
things there were and when they finished
such problems with great amount of
fineness the biologists went into the
machinery inside the living bodies. If we
look at the processes of biology of living
things more closely, we see many physical

phenomena: the circulation of blood
,pumps, pressure etc. All living things have
lot many things in common. The most
common feature is that they are made of
cells, within each of which is complex
machinery for doing things chemically. In
the cells of the living systems there are
many elaborate
chemical reactions in which one
compound is changed into another and
another. One important finding we have
is that each of the chemicals and each of
the steps is fairly simple in terms of what
change is made in the molecule, but these
changes are relatively difficult to
accomplish in a laboratory. If we have one
substance and another very similar
substance, the first one does not
change into the other because the two
forms are usually separated by an energy
barrier or 'energy hill'. Thus most
chemical reactions do not occur because
there is what we call as 'activation energy'
in the way. But if we could literally take
the molecules and drive them around the
hill, rather than climbing the hill, the
changes could be done without the extra
energy needed to climb the energy hill.
There actually are in the cells some very
large molecules, much larger than the ones
whose changes we have been describing,
which in some complicated way hold the
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smaller molecules just right so that the
reaction can occur easily. These very large
and complicated things are called
enzymes. An enzyme is made of another
substance called protein. Enzymes are
very big and complicated, and each one is
different, each being built to control a
certain special reaction. The enzymes
themselves are not involved in the
reaction directly. They do not change; they
merely let an atom go from one place to
another. Having done so, the enzyme is
ready to do the same to the next molecule.
Of course there must be a supply of some
atoms and a way for disposing of some
others. All enzymes are proteins, as said

earlier and proteins are a very characteris-
tic substance of life, first of all they make
up all the enzymes and second they make
up much of the rest of living material.
Proteins have a very interesting and simple
structure. They are a series or chain of
different amino acids. There are twenty
different amino acids and they all can
combine with each other to form chains.
Proteins are chains of various ones of these
twentyamino acids. We started with the
word life and look where we reached. That
is the beauty of that simple word. The most
complex systems we ever encountered are
biological systems and to understand the
systems a knowledge of physical laws are
absolute necessary. "

The digits stand for the year till it is valid.
Hence D06 would mean December qtr of
2006.
