Implementation of
R-APDRP designed as per the policy for-
mulated by them should have attracted top
most attention of these committees. But
alas! When the project hit the rocks on op-
position allegation, these committees or the
patron of these committees not only ab-
stained from defending the project but kept
meaningful silence that in a way was an
expression of indirect agreement with the
opposition charges. Perhaps managing a
public sector engineering organization may
be the first experience of the Chairman and
all that we can wish for him now is that the
hard lessons he learned from here may ben-

efit him in his future assignments. We do
believe that his intentions have been hon-
est and sincere though the means failed
him.

Now what would be the
opinion of the same business community,
when a foreign company, that too from a
country to which our country has sound
trade relations, shown the doors for none
of their faults after being lured into taking
up a contract and letting them to deploy
the resources? Another feather of
untrustworthiness!
