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Three weeks ago, an order was issued

by the management, forcing employees

with grievances on transfer orders to go

through a three step grievance redressal

process within the Board before

approaching any judicial forum and with

a threat of disciplinary action. The order

also contains hidden restrictive provisions

that would prevent an employee seeking

judicial remedies and thus infringing the

fundamental rights conferred by the

Constitution. The order does not specify

any timeline for redressal of grievances at

any stage. Any delay, unintentional or

purposeful, at any stage in the process

would result in denial of justice in genuine

issues. This policy is totally unacceptable

and it will not stand the test of Law. The

issue of absence of a time line and

compulsory relieving provisions was

taken up with the management. The CMD

rightly understood gravity of the issue and

had ordered to fix timelines for grievance

redressal. However, even after two weeks,

a correcting order has not been issued.

Some unscrupulous officers in the HRM

department has concealed and withheld

the matter inordinately. Now, the

Honourable High Court has stayed the

order, as expected. It is understood that

the internal Legal Wing was not been

consulted before issuing this order by

HRM letting itself disgracefully entrapped

in an unwarranted legal row.  The matter

now being sub-judice, it is difficult to

overcome the backlash.

In a similar fashion, another order

proposing an online referendum for

officers was also issued. It is unknown

what promoted to issue such an order at

present. The purpose of the court direction,

that the order refers to, has already been

served and over.  There is no pressing need

to conduct a referendum at all. It is

necessary that the management show

courtesy to discuss the issue with the

various associations of Engineers and

officers before issuing such an order since

the associations have every right to know

the circumstances leading to such an order.

It is necessary to maintain a mutually

supportive relationship between

management and officer or worker

associations. Associations of Engineers and

officers have been taking part in pay

revision  discussions once in five years. The

final decision, however, rest with the

company management. It can implement

a pay revision order even without agreeing

to parties. The proposed referendum,

therefore is an unnecessary and a futile

exercise just to satisfy the selfish goals of

some partisan power brokers. The

respective law does not allow officers’

associations to have political affiliations,

whatsoever. Political affiliations would

automatically disqualify for referendum

and recognition. We, therefore appeal to

the management, to show due diligence

before taking such decisions rather than

falling prey to petty politics.
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1. INTRODUCTION

One of the major debate during the
evolution in the transaction of electricity
was “whether electricity to be considered
as a public service with universal service
obligation of the state or it should be
treated like a commodity and work on
market based principles?”.

Until the evolution of Electricity Act
2003, the Electricity industry was
traditionally considered under service
sector. But with the evolution of better
technology for measurement of electricity,
measuring its demand with respect to time
and frequency, the scenario has changed
drastically. With the emergence of
electricity act 2003 and its sub ordinate
regulations the electricity is legitimately
accepted as a commodity and trading has
been considered as a distinct activity.

RATIONALISATION OF ELECTRICITY TARIFF

&  TARIFF POLICY

The nature of electricity and lack of
viable technology for bulk storage has put
many limitations for the transaction of
electricity as a commodity in par with
other normal commodities in the market.
This lead to the evolution of a real-time
mechanism for measurement for electricity
based on its character and behavior. As
such, the electricity transaction is a
real-time business which involves
availability of real-time generation, real-
time transmission and real-time
distribution networks. Unless we
overcome the limitations with respect to

the availability of generation, transmission
corridors anddistribution network in real
time, the sale of electricity as a commodity
may not succeed as envisaged.

There is a tripartite agreement

between the management, the

Government and various associations

during the second transfer scheme of

company formation. The decision to

conduct a referendum violates the very

spirit of the agreement. It will not stand

the test of Law. We appeal to the

management, again, to reconsider the

decision and to initiate a process of

discussion with Associations.

It is also observed that in respect of

technical and other matters, the adhoc

and compartmental decisions without an

overall organizational perspective will

result in conflicting results and delayed

projects. The management may please

take more pragmatic and collective

decisions on policy matters, in line with

organizational objectives.

We sincerely hope wisdom would

prevail over imprudence.

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2.MEASURING ELECTRICITY FOR
TRADING & QUALITY OF
ELECTRICITY

For the measurement of quantity of
electricity, we need to evaluate up on the
different electrical parameters that are
available for the measurement and need
to decide up on the required parameters.
The normally accepted parameter for
measurement of the quantity of electricity
is “kVA with Power Factor” or “kW with
Power Factor”. Since the power
availability and the network demand is
time based and frequency dependent, the
quantity of electricity sold or transacted
need to be measured with respect to time.
In India, we have considered the average
power availability for every 15 minutes
time blocks to measure the quantity of
electricity transacted with respect to time
and accordingly link the quantity to the
real-time cost of electricity in the grid. (The
system of 15-minute time block is yet to be
adopted by KSERC in Kerala Grid and we
are still following the system of 30-minute time
block for measuring the maximum demand
and TOD systems).

The quality of electricity (Voltage
limit, Variation, Harmonics etc.) delivered
to a consumer  depends on the quality of
network. Thus, the network and network
operator decides the quality & reliability
of electricity delivered to a consumer.

The level of investment in the network
decides the quality and reliability and
same can be predefined based on the
consumer requirement. Evolution of
mandatory standards mandates the
maintenance of minimum quality and
accordingly the minimum service cost can

 be defined for a basic network. Reliability
depends on the investment in the network
and hence the extent of reliability may be
linked to the cost of service. As such, the
quality and reliability is very much
depends on the quality of networks and
investment in the network shall decide the
quality and reliability of electricity
supplied to the consumer.

Thus, a good tariff mechanism need
to cover the investment requirement and
maintenance requirement of the electrical
network to ensure quality and reliability
of supply and the quantum of electricity
transacted as a commodity. Accordingly,
a twopart tariff system is recommended
in the Tariff Policy and the carrier content
separation is the natural outcome.

3. TWO PART TARIFF SYSTEM:
LEGAL POSITION

According to Section 45(3) of EA
2003, the charges for electricity supplied
by a distribution licensee may include

(a) a fixed charge in addition to the
charge for the actual electricity
supplied;

(b) a rent or other charges in respect of
any electric meter or electrical plant
provided by the distribution licensee.

According to Section 61 of EA
2003, the Appropriate Commission shall,
subject to the provisions of this Act, specify
the terms and conditions for the
determination of tariff, and in doing so,
shall be guided by the following, namely:
(b) the generation, transmission,
distribution and supply of electricity are
conducted on commercial principles

(d) `safeguarding of consumers’ interest
and at the same time, recovery of the
cost of electricity in a reasonable
manner;
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(g) that the tariff progressively reflects the
cost of supply of electricity and also,
reduces cross-subsidies in the manner
specified by the Appropriate
Commission

According to Section 62(3) of EA
2003, the Appropriate Commission shall
not, while determining the tariff under this
Act, show undue preference to any
consumer of electricity but may
differentiate according to the consumer’s
load factor, power factor, voltage, total
consumption of electricity during any
specified period or the time at which the
supply is required or the geographical
position of any area, the nature of supply
and the purpose for which the supply is
required.

4. TARIFF POLICY &
   RATIONALISATION OF TARIFF

In the general approach for tariff
under the tariff policy 2016, the policy lays
down the framework for performance
based cost of service regulation in respect
of aspects common to generation,
transmission as well as distribution and
they are:

a. return on investments

b. equity norms

c. depreciation

d. cost of debt

e. Cost of management of Foreign
exchange risk

f. Operating norms

g. Renovation and Modernization

h. Multi Year Tariff

i. Benefits under Clean Development
Mechanism (CDM)

GENERATION
Two-part tariff structure is

recommended for medium-term and long-
term power purchase contract and
Availability Based Tariff (ABT) is
envisaged for Generating stations with
differential rates of fixed charge for peak
and off-peak hours.
TRANSMISSION

The frame work for transmission
charges need to be arrived after duly
considering the factors like voltage,
distance, direction and quantum of flow.
It may be arrived on MW per circuit
kilometre basis to get the transmission
users to share the total transmission cost
in proportion to their respective utilisation
of the transmission system. The Central
Commission has specified norms for
capital and operating costs and laid down
Standards of Performance for inter-State
transmission licensees. Tariff
determination and adherence to
Standards of Performance shall be carried
out in accordance with these norms, as
amended from time to time. The frame
work for estimating the intrastate
transmission loss may be evolved by SERC
and the electricity transactions need to be
charged on the basis of average losses
arrived at after appropriately considering
the distance and directional sensitivity, as
applicable to relevant voltage level, on the
transmission system.
DISTRIBUTION

In order to make the distribution
segment efficient and solvent the
Regulatory Commissions need to strike
the right balance between the
requirements of the commercial viability
of distribution licensees and consumer
interests.
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Framework for Tariff

The guideline provided for
framework for revenue requirement and
cost include

1. All power purchase costs need to be
considered legitimate unless it is
established that the merit order
principle has been violated or power
has been purchased at unreasonable
rates because Consumers,
particularly those who are ready to
pay a tariff which reflects efficient

costs have the right to get
uninterrupted 24 hours supply of
quality power.

2. Actual level of retail sales should be
grossed up by normative level of T&D
losses for allowing power purchase
cost subject to justifiable power
purchase mix variation and fuel
surcharge adjustments.

3. Area-wise identification of AT&C
loss and Imposing area/locality
specific surcharge for greater AT&C
loss levels after third party
verification of energy audit to
generate local consensus for effective
action for better governance.

4. Metering at various stages and
voltage levels, segregation of
technical loss and appropriate
investment decisions for reduction of
the technical losses.

5. Tariff Subsidy shall be allowed only
according to Section 65 of EA 2003
and State Commissions should ensure
compliance of this provision of law

to ensure financial viability of the
utilities. To ensure implementation of
the provision of the law, the State
Commission should determine the
tariff initially, without considering
the subsidy commitment by the State
Government and subsidised tariff
shall be arrived at thereafter
considering the subsidy by the State
Government for the respective
categories of consumers.

6. Working capital should be allowed
duly recognising the transition issues
faced by the utilities such as
progressive improvement in recovery
of bills. Bad debts should be
recognised as per policies developed
and subject to the approval of the
State Commission.

7. Pass through of past losses or profits
should be allowed to the extent
caused by uncontrollable factors.

8. Commission shall specify an
appropriate price adjustment
formula for recovery of the costs,
arising on account of the variation in
the price of fuel, power purchase etc.
on monthly/quarterly basis for
recovery of all prudent costs of the
generating company and the licensee

9. Under business as usual conditions,
no creation of Regulatory Assets shall
be allowed.

10. Recovery of outstanding Regulatory
Assets along with carrying cost of
Regulatory Assets should be time
bound and within a period not
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exceeding seven years. The State
Commission may specify the
trajectory for the same.

Tariff design: Linkage of tariffs to cost

of service

In Tariff design, appropriate
Commission shall be guided by the
objective that the tariff progressively
reflects the efficient and prudent cost of
supply of electricity. The State
Governments can give subsidy to the
extent they consider appropriate as per the
provisions of section 65 of the Act. As a
substitute of cross subsidies, the State
Government has the option of raising
resources through mechanism of
electricity duty and giving direct subsidies
to only needy consumers. Accordingly,
the following principles would be adopted:

1. Consumers below poverty line who
consume below a specified level, as
prescribed in the National Electricity
Policy may receive a special support
through cross subsidy. Tariffs for
such designated group of consumers
will be at least 50% of the average cost
of supply.

2. For achieving the objective that the
tariff progressively reflects the cost of
supply of electricity, the Appropriate
Commission would notify a roadmap
such that tariffs are brought within
±20% of the average cost of supply.
The road map would also have
intermediate milestones, based on the
approach of a gradual reduction in
cross subsidy.

3. While fixing tariff for agricultural use,
the imperatives of the need of using
ground water resources in a
sustainable manner would also need
to be kept in mind in addition to the
average cost of supply. A higher level
of subsidy could be considered to
support poorer farmers of the region
where adverse ground water table
condition requires larger quantity of
electricity for irrigation purposes.

4. Extent of subsidy for different
categories of consumers can be
decided by the State Government
keeping in view of various relevant
aspects. But provision of free
electricity is not desirable as it
encourages wasteful consumption of
electricity. Therefore, it is necessary
that reasonable level of user charges
is levied. The subsidized rates of
electricity should be permitted only
up to a preidentified level of
consumption beyond which tariffs
reflecting efficient cost of service
should be charged from consumers.

5. Use of smart meters may be
encouraged as a cost effective option
for metering in cases of “limited use
consumers” who are eligible for
subsidized electricity.

Definition of tariff components and their

applicability

1. Two-part tariffs featuring separate
fixed and variable charges and time
differentiated tariff shall be
introduced on priority for large
consumers (say,consumers with
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demand exceeding 1 MW) within
one year and subsequently for all
consumers within a period of five
years or such period as may be
specified. This would also help in
flattening the peak and implementing
various energy conservation
measures

2. The State Governments may ensure
that retail tariffs are uniform in the
State for different categories of
consumers. Thereafter, the retail
tariffs would reflect the relative
efficiency of distribution companies

 in procuring power at competitive
costs, controlling theft and reducing
other distribution losses.

3. Smart meters have the advantages of
remote metering and billing,
implementation of peak and off-peak
tariff and demand side management
through demand response. These
would become essential in future for
loadgeneration balancing due to
increasing penetration of intermittent
type of generation like wind and solar
power. Appropriate Commission
shall, therefore, mandate smart
meters for

a) Consumers with monthly consumption
of 500 units and more at the earliest but
not later than 31.12.2017;

b) Consumers with monthly consumption
above 200 units by 31.12.2019

Further, two way smart meters shall
be provided to all prosumers, who also sell
back electricity to the grid as and when
they require. In order to enable energy
audit in the distribution system, all
distribution companies shall ensure smart

meters in their electricity system
throughout the chain from transformers
at 132kV level right down to distribution
transformer level at 11kV and further
down to each consumer. Further, in order
to reduce theft of power, the distribution
companies should have enabling feature
like distribution SCADA with distribution
management system and energy audit
functions. SERCs shall mandate these to
be in place within two years

4.  The SERCs may also suitably regulate
connection charges to be recovered by
the distribution licensee to ensure that
second distribution licensee does not
resort to cherry picking by
demanding unreasonable connection
charges. The connection charges of
the second licensee should not be more
than those payable to the incumbent
licensee.

5. CONCLUSION

Rationalisation of tariff is the basic
requirement for power sector reforms and
the Electricity Act & Tariff Policy are very
specific and clear on its mandates and
directives. But it is observed that KSERC,
KSEBL and Government of Kerala are yet
to take these statutory and policy mandate
seriously and appropriate steps for a
better, viable and efficient state power
sector is already delayed. We need to
create an environment for realisation of
efficient and prudent cost from every
consumer based on quality, reliability and
quantum of electricity supplied. Let us
hope that GoK, KSERC & KSEBL shall
work as a team in achieving this goal with
in a time frame.

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Hydrogen - The fuel of future

The availability and usage of Power has
become the most important factors among
other primary needs of day to day life. The
production, storage and usage of power
is to be determined with a judicious
compromise between availability of new
material, environmental impact, climate
change and economy. Electrical energy for
Industry and house hold and fuel energy
for transportation is essential to have a
better quality of life. The conventional
fossil fuel like coal, petrol, diesel etc have
already made enough damage to the
environment since centuries due to
emission of Carbon dioxide, Carbon
monoxide, Sulphur dioxide and residual
ash. As a solution to the above problem
hydrogen has entered to the energy field
as a future fuel.

Fuel cell is a device that produces
electricity by electro chemical oxidation.
The idea of direct conversion of chemical
energy to electrical energy had stricken the
minds of scientists from 1894 itself. Space
mission of the previous century
accelerated the research process. Fuel cells
were successfully tried in Appolo + Gemini
mission

We know that hydrogen and oxygen
are the constituents of water. If they can
be seperated by some means they can be
used as fuel. If this separation process can

be done by solar energy the problem gets
simplified. Hydrogen is highly combustible
and oxygen support combustion. Since the
residue after using the energy is water
there no pollution or any other negative
environmental impacts.

In ordinary batteries when a metal
reacts with an acid or an alkali electro
chemical reaction take place and some
electrons are freed from the metal. This
free electrons flow make the electrical
current flow in the external circuit.
Similarly in fuel cell when Hydrogen
molecule and oxygen molecules are made
to combine the resulting free electron flow
makes electric current and water remains
as a residue. In future these fuel cells will
replace conventional fuels like petrol &
diesel.

Hydrogen is going to play a major
role in the energy sector in future. Fuel
cells will be of great relief to the economy
of nations like India & Japan who import
oil for major share of their energy needs.
India stands as 23rd among oil producing
countries (KSA-1, USA-2, China-5) Eighty
percent of our fuel requirement is
achieved by importing from oil producing
countries. Fourty percent of our foreign
currency is diverted for this. A price hike
of 1 dollar per barrel of oil will result an
additional expenditure of Rs. 7800 crore
of Indian rupee. India uses 4 times of oil
of that actually produced in India.

Hydrogen powered vehicles will be
common on roads in future. Electrolysis
of water using solar energy and
separating oxygen & hydrogen is getting
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popular in foreign countries. The latest
technology facilitates storing hydrogen as
solid hydrides, Hence practical difficulties
in storing hydrogen as liquid or gas is also
resolved. Researches and developments
are speeding in this field. We have started
to experience the consequences of climate
change due to excessive emission of carbon
dioxide due to over population & over
crowded vehicles on roads. We have to
regulate Co2 emission and promote the
use of hydrogen fuel system before it is too
late.

India has started National Hydrogen
Energy Programme (NHEP) in 2006.
Various projects for long term energy
security are being planned and by 2020 it
is proposed to ply one million hydrogen
vehicles and to build 1000 MW hydrogen
based power projects. We have named
then as Green Initiative for Future
Transport (GIFT) and Green Initiative for
Power (GIP)

It may take three to four decades for
a full fledged hydrogen power system. If
fuel importing countries can develop
hydrogen based projects they can save
huge foreign currencies and these savings
can be utilized for another developments
of country. Pollution can also be avoided.

Europe has started researches for
producing hydrogen economically for
commercial purpose from 1998. In 2003,
Hydrogen powered vehicles started to run
on roads. Iceland become the first
hydrogen economic country. In USA
from1950 NASA had started research for
hydrogen fuel cells. They plan to change
over to hydrogen economy by 2030. In
Canada electricity generation in some
internal areas are achieved by hydrogen
fuel cells. HFC (Hydrogen Fuel Cell)
Honda cars have started to ply on roads.

 As a study project in Toronto University
Campus electricity production and hot
water system are managed by Hydrogen
fuel cells. In Brazil LNG Buses, and ethanol
buses are being replaced by hydrogen
powered buses. In India researches in this
field is speeding up. Ministry of new and
renewable energy MNRE has given to
priority for research on hydrogen
production and storing. Researches are in
progress to convert organic waste to
hydrogen and there by to produce
electricity and also to power vehicles.
Different models for these are available.
Ministry of Science and Technology,
Petroleum Ministry. Ministry of Natural
gas, Difference researches and
Development organisation ISRO, National
Laboratories, Oil companies, Automotive
research of Hydrogen power.

China was already with the their
“clean energy programme from 2008
olympics and hydrogen based buses are
operating commercially. Australia has
started diffferent programme in 2007 itself
toswitch over fully to hydrogen energy by
2040-2050.

Japan has maximum patents for the
manufacture of hydrogen fuel cells. Motor
companies Honda, Toyota & Nissan will
soon came out with Hydrogen fuel cell
cars.

International Energy Agency IEA,
International Partnership for Hydrogen
Economy IHPE, International Standards
Organisation ISO also have started
various projects for Hydrogen fuel cell
developments.

In India various universities especially
Banarus Hindu University, IIT Bombay,
IIT Kharagpur etc have started various
study & research programmes in
Hydrogen fuel cells.

ORDER

The various Associations of the officers of KSEBL had requested to revise the
guidelines relating to transfers and postings of Officers  being implemented vide read
as (1) above.  Accordingly a committee was constituted, vide proceedings read as (2) ,
with the Deputy Chief Engineer (HRM-1) as Convener, and with two official members
and three members each from different associations of officers.

The committee held several meetings and discussed the matter in detail.  They
formulated a draft proposal for the revision of guidelines for transfers and postings of
officers of KSEBL and submitted before the Full Time Directors of KSEBL for approval,
vide Note read as (3) above, along with the remarks / comments received from various
corners on the draft when it was published in the official website of KSEBL.  The
following are the recommendation of the committee.

Based on the dicussion made in the meetings of the Committee for the revision of
the Transfer Guidelines of Officers, following guidelines were presented for the revision
of the existing Guideline.
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Definitions and explanation of certain terms cited in this draft proposal

1. Station : Station means Revenue district.

2. Index : Index will be an unique number assigned to all officers irrespective of transfer/
protection request.  A weightage can be assigned to the index of officer according to
the number of years of his/her total effective service. A formula may be prepared for
calculating the weightage index by taking total years of service, gender, medical priority,
retirement,  office preference, number of days of service at a particular station in each
year of service and road/ rail distance in kilometer from place of domicile in each year
of effective service as the parameters.

3. Assigned post : In each station, from the sanctioned strength of each category of
officers of all districts, the percentage vacancy will be deducted and rounded to next
intiger.  This percentage vacancy will be distributed equally to all districts.  For eg: If
the sanctioned strength of a category is 1000 and the vacancy existing in that category
is 100, then the percentage vacancy will be 10 and this 10% vacancy will be distributed
equally to all districts.  From the sanctioned post of each category in each station, a
priority list of filling of officers in that category will be decided and published by KSEBL.
In this priority list the most preferred post equal to the assigned number will be the
Assigned list of post.  From the assigned list of post, protected posts and flagged posts
will not be open for considering posting.  Total assigned strength and working strength
shall be published by CE (HRM) before 15th February of every year.

4. Flagged post : They are the posts declared by CE (HRM) with due consultation with
the recognized associations of officers during the time of General Transfer.  Posting to
flagged posts will be selected through scouting among the officers who are eligible to
be retained or posted in that station.

5. Protection : Means posting / retaining to a station without considering the index of
an officer.

The main averments from the existing transfer norms are as follows.

1. All General Transfers will be made before April 30th every year to coincide with
the Academic annual vacation.

2. Only request for transfer received on or before 28th February every year will be
considered during the General Transfer of that year.  Request for transfers should
be made only through HRIS software.  System generated printout of the application
for transfer as well as protection duly signed by the applicant should be submitted
before the ARU head along with attested copy of the supporting documents to
substantiate their claim,  if any.  Hardcopy need not be forwarded to the O/o the
C.E. (HRM) either by the incumbent or the ARU Head.  The medical protection/
transfer claim documents will be retained by the Dy.C.E. Head Quarters for a
period of 3 years.
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3. The officers will be posted in offices near their place of domicile as far as possible.
The place of domicile will be considered as the Revenue District in which the
Electrical Section Office in the vicinity of the officer’s residence is situated.  The
domicile will be as declared in the Service Book/HRIS.  If any change due to
bifurcation or any other office wise change will not be considered as domicile
change.  Change in place of domicile can be done by an officer in  his/her own
willingness.  The change in domicile shall be done before submitting the online
transfer application.  Change in domicile is restricted to two times in the entire
service.  But, the lady officers can change their domicile  two more times, in addition
to the above cited two times, strictly on pregnancy related issues.  If any workman
promoted to officer post, who had availed domicile change for more than two
times during workman period, it will be considered as two times and he/she can
not change domicile in the officer cadre.  Required facility will be provided for
submitting applications in the HRIS to change the place of domicile.  The fact of
each change in place of domicile shall invariably be recorded in the Service Book
of the officer.  Necessary convincing documents shall be produced along with the
request to the ARU head in the case of lady officers for additional domicile change.
Transfer requests to out of domicile places can be considered only subject to the
availability of vacancies and subject to clause 7(viii).

4. The transfer and posting of officers shall be done on the basis of a seniority Rank
list prepared as per the service index of the officers.  Ranking will be based in
Index Number calculated for each officer.  The index will be calculated for all
officers irrespective of transfer/protection requests.  An officer will be ranked
according to the index number.  If the index are equal, date of birth will be taken
as the tie-breaker.  Better ranking will be given to aged persons.  Index number of
each officer will be calculated based on weighted average distance period
multiplier.  Weightage will be decided on various factors including gender, office
parameters, date of retirement and health condition of the officer.  Distance will
be calculated with reference to the domicile.  Index number will be calculated for
entire Board service.

If the working strength of a category in a particular station is more than the assigned
strength,  then the top eligible candidates who acquire the higher weightage
percentage,as much as the sanctioned strength will be protected and the remaining
candidates will be transferred out.  The candidate who is transferred out can request
to any other districts and the request will be considered subject to availability of
vacancies.  Ranking will be prepared district wise as per the declared domicile is
situated.  Distance from the domicile will be taken as the criteria.

A formula has been prepared for calculating the weightage index.  Index will be
a unique number.  A weightage can be assigned to the index of an officer according to
the number of years of his/her total effective service.  Service for previous year, present
working station , period of service in that station etc. can be taken as the parameters
for the calculation.  The formula for calculating the weightage index is :
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I = W1*W2*W3* Sum of  (2i/N(N+1)*Sum of (W4pijDij)

N = Total years of service.  A fraction of year will be rounded to next year.

i = 1 to N according to year of service.

Pij = Number of days of service at a particular station in "ith'' year of service in
the "jth" spell rounded to next year.

Dij = Road/Rail Distance in Kilometer from place of domicile to working office.

W1= Gender Index (1 for men, 1.2 for women and 1.5 for Trans- gender)

W2= Medical priority index is an index assigned to those officers applied for
transfer/ protection on medical grounds but not eligible for protection / transfer as
per the transfer guideline.  In these cases the committee as per clause 6(ii) can decide
the percentage weightage for transfer protection to those candidates who applied for
medical protection / transfer valued from 1 to 1.5 and a list can be prepared on the
same.

W2 is calculated by the percentile formula.

1+.5* bt/bk, where bt is the number of applications on medical ground in the
priority list behind the applicant and bk is the total no. of applications.

W3 =Retirement Index.  The percentage weightage for retirement protection will
vary depending on the number of months to retire.  The formula for calculating W3 is
" 36/x'', where x is the number of months remaining for retirement which is limited to
18 (x is equal to and not greater than 18)

W4 = Office Preference Index which is calculated for grouping as follows.

W4= 1 +K* (No. of out request - No. of the requests)

                   (assigned strength in that office region), where K is the weightage
given for each office grouping. The offices will be grouped every year,  before starting
the General  Transfer process, by taking consideration the nature of work, the
geographical parameters like remoteness, project area etc and the no.  of out as well as
in requests.  This office grouping and the weightage for each office group will be decided
based on the discussion with the recognized associations of officers. W4 shall be limited
to a minimum of zero.  The 'in request’ and out requests for the current year be taken
for W4 calculation for the back years.  In no case, the value of W4 shall not be calculated
as a minus figure.  100% weightage will be given for the just previous year and the
percentage will be reduced subject to the number of years backward.  The W4 is
calculated based on the demand to a particular office group and the same may vary in
every year.

5. The posting to every office will be based on the ranking of the officers in each
category.  If the index of two or more officers are same, the SC/ST particulars, the date
of birth and the date of entry in service shall be taken for tie-braking in respective
order.
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6. Protection will be permitted in the following cases.

1. Window will not be transferred out till remarriage and Widower will not be
transferred out till remarriage or first 5 years whichever is earlier.

(ii) Differently abled officers and officers who have sufferd permanent partial
disablement due to accidents/ who suffer from severe illness will be given protection
from transfer.  Of these, the  protection for differently abled employees, spouse

and children shall be limited to 2% of the assigned post and that for severe illness
of employees, spouse and children to 3% of the assigned post.  ARU Heads shall
forward the medical certificates with specific recommendations to the committee
concerned.  These medical certificates  shall be scrutinized by a Station level
committee headed by the Head quarters Deputy Chief Engineer and consisted of
a representative of recognized associations and two members nominated by CE
(HRM).  This commitee is responsible for verifying and prioritising the medical &
differentially abled protection cases in each station.  The committee shall proclaim
a proceedings to that effect and forward the priority list to the office of the Chief
Engineer(HRM),  who has to verify and finalize the list.  The Committee for
verification and prioritising the applications under medical as well as differently
abled class of corporate office will be headed by the Dy. C.E. (HRM) I.

(iii) Officers whose children are permanently disabled or retarded which require the
parents’ presence for their movement will be protected.  Genuineness shall be
verified by the committee for verifying medical protection cases.  If father and
mother are Board employees, only one of them will be eligible for protection.

(iv) Director Board Member of Board Employees  Co-operative Societies, for a single
term.  If a member do not avail this protection during the first term, and if re-
elected, can avail it in the second term.

(v) Inter- caste married employees for the first five years of their marriage on producing
relevant certificate from the competent authority.

(vi) Central office bears subject to a maximum of 3 officers of each recognised
organization.

(vii) Administrative protection, is limited to a bare minimum to accommodate only
one person in the office of the Directors/CE (HRM) for the purpose of continuity
and in exigency of Board.  Also, if it is very essential for the purpose of completion
of a project / work nearing completion within that particular year.  protection
can be given on case to case basis for that year.  In any case, no officer can be
protected for more than 2 years, but limited to maximum continuous period of 5
years in that particular place by giving the administrative  protection.
Administrative protection shall be limited to one person in each office and shall
not be entertained in field offices other than project area.
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(viii) Officers who belong to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe will be retained in their
native / domicile district for a continuous period of 5 years in a single term in the
entire service period.

(ix) Parents of legally adopted children will be protected for a continuous term of 5
years from the date of adoption.  If both  parents are Board employees, protection
shall be limited either one of the parents as per their choice.

(x) Employees undergoing intertility treatment will be protected for a continuous term
of 10 years.

Protection cases will be correctly scrutinized and listed out.  A district wise list of
candidates who have applied for protection in each year shall be published after
conducting proper verification and interview, if necessary.

7. GENERAL

(i) All transfer and postings in Kerala State Electricity Board Limited will be done
through the HRIS software only.

(ii) Prioritize the sanctioned places of each category of officers in each district according
to the priorities fixed by the Board.  Keep the least priority positions as vacant and
flag it off from the assigned list.  Assigned list is the list of posts open to the
incumbents to be posted.  The list will be published in the official website of KSEB
Ltd. and an option will be given for pointing out the anomalies, if any, in the list.

(iii) In the case of vacancies of special posts like Programmers, System Supervisors,
System Administrators and Call centre Executives in IT Wing and Nodal Officers
etc., such posts will be considered as a separate group.  The number of posts in
this category should not affect the total sanctioned strength and these posts will
not be counted for assigned list.

(iv) In each station, an officer will be posted to a post in the unprotected, unflagged
assigned list according to his preference, if he is eligible for posting in that station.
Allotment of preferred post will be decided based on ranking among the officers
eligible for posting in that station.  Allotment of preferred post will be decided
based on ranking among the officers eligbile for posting in that station.

(v) Places available for posting in each district should be published in the website
prior to the General Transfer Notification so that an incumbent can opt his/her
choices.

(vi) Eligibility of an officer to be posted in a station will be decided based on the ranking
based on the index value of officers.  Those who are having rank less than or
equal to number of posts in unprotected (as stated in the sub clause iv above) will
not be considered for this assigned list.
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posting to a station will be done on the following manner: 80% of the total assigned
post will be filled by posting officers belong to that particular station, as domicile
station, on the basis of the rank list station. 5% of the assigned list will be filled by
this posting from the combined rank list of officers of that station and adjacent
stations. 5% will be form the respective zonal cluster (southern central, northern

and north malabar) and remaining 10% from the State wise cluster.  If there is no
representation from the cluster, the domicile request alone can be considered.  The
above said percentage will be reviewed annually.

(vii) In the case of new recruitment and promotion, before effecting recruitment and
promotion, the requests for transfer from officers/ promotees for the newly opened
places will be called for and duly filled up as per the procedure stipulated in
clause 4 above.  The newly recruited/promoted officers will be posted against the
places opened due to the above mentioned transfer.

(viii)Online CTC system shall be implemented and provision be given in HRIS for
authomatically relieving a transferred officer from the present office after 15 days
from the date of transfer order as well as promotion order.

(ix) In all cases, a request for transfer and protection made under disablement/ illness/
pregnancy & childbirth/ widow / widower/ adopted children/infertility
treatment/ inter caste - inter religious marriage etc., supported by a valid certificate
of eligibility issued by the competent authority is mandatory.

(x) In the Civil Wing officers who have completed 50 years of age shall not be normally
transferred to investigation work without their requests.  In generating stations,
Electrical Engineers having 2 or less than 2 years for retirement will not normally
be posted without their request.

(xi) Officers who have undergone training in any specialized area/ higher studies at
Board’s expense shall be posted to the concerned area for a minimum period of 2
years on return from training/ higher studies.

(xii) The vacancies arised due to the promotion effected in the lower category will be
clustered and normalised once in 4 months.

(xiii) While considering the transfer request to the place of domicile, for calculating the
index for out - station service, the actual active service by an officer in the outstation
only will be  considered.  The actual service will not include period spent on
working arrangements/ deputation services/foreign employment.

(xiv)For calculating the index, the leave period will not be reckoned as active out station
service except C/L, Sp.C/L, Spl. disability leave and eligible leave( EL, HPL, CML)
of one month for one year on pro-rata basis.
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(xv) In  the case of medical protection, cases of dispute in the genuineness of medical
certificate will be  put up to the Medical Board and cases which the committee
noticed as fake certificates will be forwarded to vigilance wing of KSEB Ltd.  If
found fake, disciplinary action will be taken against the officer concerned.

(xvi)The priority list of wing of posting (Generation, Transmission, Distribution,
Corporate office etc) in each district will be decided by the Board every year.

(xvii) The following steps will be taken for online transfer processing.

(a) The total assigned list in each district in each category will be published by 10th
February every year.

(b) Online transfer application system will be opened from February 11th to February
28th in every year and the same will be closed on February 28th.

(c) Service index will be published by March 10th of every year.

(d) The medical protection priority index will be published by March 10th of every
year.

(e) A time period from March 10th to March 15th will be given for pointing out the
anomalies and complaints in the service index.

(f) After rectifying the anomalies and complaints, a trial list will be published by
March 20th of every year.

(g) A time period from March 21st to March 30th will be given for giving re-options
of requested places by the officers.  In this case, the W4 will be freezed for 1 year
or till the next General Transfer.

(h) The transfer list will be finalized by March 31st every year.

(xviii) Not withstanding anything mentioned above, KSEBL reserves the right to transfer
or retain any officer in any place in the interest of career planning  or considering
the exceptional skill, qualification in a specialised area of an officer or in exigencies
of service or public interest.

 Having  considered the above in detail the Full Time Directors of KSEBL hereby
accord sanction for revising the guidelines for the transfer of officers in KSEBL as
above.  It is also ordered that the principles mentioned in the guidelines will be
followed for the transfer and posting of officers in KSEBL in supersession of all
existing orders.  The Chief Personnel Officer is hereby entrusted with the
formulation of guideline and the Chief Engineer (IT & CR) is hereby entrusted
with ascertaining the practical viability of the formula in the guidelines.

It is also decided to place the decision of the Full Time Directors in this matter
before the Board of Directors of KSEBL for ratification.

Sanction was accorded for the Long term Transmission Plan - TRANSGRID 2.0 –
for an amount of 10000 crores vide B.O read 1st above .The TransGrid project which is
the largest ever transmission project in the history of the Board, is very critical for
meeting the load requirement of the State as well as to ensure reliable and stable supply
across the state. The project is planned for execution in two phases and is targeted for
completion by 2022. As timely execution of the project is very critical, a preliminary
team was constituted for carrying out the preparatory works under Transgrid project
vide B.O read 2nd above.

Out of the above estimated amount, Rs.8025 Crore is proposed to be funded from
different agencies like PSDF,KIIFB,MNRE etc. Two projects costing Rs. 466 Crore are
proposed to be funded through PSDF scheme. Projects worth Rs.1788 Crore are targeted
for funding from MNRE through the Green corridor Fund and Projects totaling to Rs.
6193 were submitted to M/s KIIFB for financial assistance out of which KIIFB has
conditionally approved Rs. 5200 Crore.

The preliminary works such as survey, design, leveling, land acquisition etc. for
transmission lines/substations included in the Transgrid project are underway. Also
the two works for which PSDF funding is expected has already been tendered and one
is scheduled to be awarded by the beginning of April 2017 in anticipation of PSDF
approval. Similarly, one line up gradation work (from 66kV to 110kV line) using modern
technology is also in progress.
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Since availability of funds for the project is firmed up as above, the major hurdle
is settled now and concentrated efforts to expedite the execution of the project are
required.

 Considering the importance of the project and also the quantum of works involved,
it is suggested that a separate dedicated team may be formed on temporary basis for
the execution of the project.

The Guidelines of KIIFB, the main funding agency also specify the formation of a
separate team dedicated entirely for the execution of the project. Further the accounts
relating to the project are to be maintained separately. The payments to the contractors
will be made directly by KIIFB on certification from the project team. It is envisaged in
the TransGrid proposal that the entire establishment as well as the administrative
expenses will be included in the project cost and the same will be capitalized on
completion of the project. Further, formation of a separate team has the added advantage
that the cost incurred on establishment and general administration will reflect in the
tariff on commissioning the project.

A team has to be formulated which is headed by a Chief Engineer (Transgrid)
headquartered at Shoranur. Since the accounts of the entire project are to be maintained
separately, an ARU has to be attached to the Chief Engineer Office.
The organization structure of the O/o the Chief Engineer (TransGrid) is as shown in
Figure-1 below.

Accordingly the already constituted regional project implementation
teams headed by Deputy Chief Engineers (Transgrid North/South) presently at
Shoranur and Kalamassery will be brought under the Chief Engineer (Transgrid). At
present the above Deputy CEs are functioning with a skeleton staff. In line with the
above the General organizational structure of the regional teams is proposed as shown
in Figure 2 below.
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The list of number of places to be created (temporarily) in each category as in
the organization structure is given in Annexure-1 and the works/offices to which the
places are to be assigned initially are given in Annexure-2. The projects Progressing /
Starting under TransGrid in 2017 – 18 and relevant Divisions & Subdivisions is
attached as Annexure -3. This list is inclusive of the places already sanctioned and is
the minimum required to start the most urgent works so as to effectively utilize the
manpower to the extent possible. On completion of each work, the places can be
shifted to the next site or can be redeployed elsewhere on completion of the entire
project.
While considering the organization structure proposed for the TransGrid project, the
Board observed that the best and most competent employees need to be provided for
the project as it is the prestigious project undertaken in the history of the organization.
The Board also observed that there shall be no creation of posts and the entire staff
required for the project need to be posted by redeployment.
After detailed deliberations and by considering the above, the Board of Directors in
the meeting held on 12.04.2017 resolved to accord sanction for the following:
(1) To approve the organization structure for the TransGrid project as per Figure-1

& 2 above and the staff structure as in Annexure1 & 2 attached, with eligible
CUGs and vehicles

(2) To authorize Financial Advisor to allocate a separate account head for the
TransGrid project.

(3) To authorize the Chairman and Managing Director to post suitable persons on
redeployment in such a way that the posted personnel are allowed to continue
in that particular project till completion of the work or for a minimum period
of 3 years whichever is earlier.

Sub:- GST implementation – Actions to be taken in case of existing contracts –
reg.

Ref:- Provisions of IGST Act 2017 and CGST Act 2017.

The Government of India is planning to implement Goods and Services Tax (GST)
with effect from 01/07/2017, which would replace the indirect taxes being levied by
Central and State Governments, like Central Excise duty, Additional Duties of Customs
(commonly known as CVD), Special Additional Duty of Customs (SAD), Service Tax,
State VAT, Central Sales Tax, etc. Field offices are requesting for clarification on the
actions to be taken in case of existing work or purchase orders, before implementation
of GST with effect from 01/07/2017.

With reference to the above, the provisions of GST (as of now), related to timing
of supply of goods and services are reproduced below:

Section 12: Time of supply (Goods):

As per Section 12(1) of CGST Act 2017, the liability to pay tax on goods shall
arise at the time of supply, as determined in accordance with the provisions of this
section.

As per Section 12(2), the time of supply of goods shall be the earlier of the
following dates, namely:
(a) the date of issue of invoice by the supplier or the last date on which he is

required, under the provisions of sub-section (1) of section 31 (30 days), to issue
the invoice with respect to the supply; or

(b) the date on which the supplier receives the payment with respect to the supply.

Section 12(3): Reverse Charge (Supply of Goods):

In case of supplies in respect of which tax is paid or liable to be paid on reverse
charge basis, the time of supply shall be the earliest of the following dates, namely:—

(a) the date of the receipt of goods; or

(b) the date of payment as entered in the books of account of the recipient or the
date on which the payment is debited in his bank account, whichever is
earlier; or

(c) the date immediately following thirty days from the date of issue of invoice
or any other document, by whatever name called, in lieu thereof by the
supplier:

Provided that where it is not possible to determine the time of supply under
clause (a) or clause (b) or clause (c), the time of supply shall be the date of entry
in the books of account of the recipient of supply.
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Section 13: Time of supply (Services):
As per Section 13(1) of CGST Act 2017, the liability to pay tax on services

shall arise at the time of supply, as determined in accordance with the provisions of
this section.

As per Section 13(2), the time of supply of services shall be the earliest of the
following dates, namely:

(a) the date of issue of invoice by the supplier, if the invoice is issued within the
period prescribed under sub-section (2) of section 31 or the date of receipt of
payment, whichever is earlier; or

(b) the date of provision of service, if the invoice is not issued within the period
prescribed under sub-section (2) of section 31 or the date of receipt of
payment, whichever is earlier; or

(c) the date on which the recipient shows the receipt of services in his books of
account, in a case where the provisions of clause (a) or clause (b) do not apply

Section 13(3): Reverse Charge (Supply of Services):
In case of supplies in respect of which tax is paid or liable to be paid on

reverse charge basis, the time of supply shall be the earlier of the following dates,
namely:––

(a) the date of payment as entered in the books of account of the recipient or the
date on which the payment is debited in his bank account, whichever is
earlier; or

(b) the date immediately following sixty days from the date of issue of invoice or
any other document, by whatever name called, in lieu thereof by the
supplier.

Provided that where it is not possible to determine the time of supply under
clause (a) or clause (b), the time of supply shall be the date of entry in the
books of account of the recipient of supply.

As per the above provisions, in case of contracts awarded before GST, provisions of
GST will be applicable only if, the all stages like service/supply, Invoice and
Payment are effected post-GST. Detailed statement showing the timing of the stages
and applicable tax laws are given below:

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Illustrations:
a) KSEBL has entered into contract with M/s ABC Limited for construction of

sub-station on 1st June 2017.
i) ABC Ltd has supplied part of the materials on 15th June 2017 and

received payment thereof on 29th June 2017.
No GST will be applicable as the supply was before 1st July 2017.

ii) ABC Ltd has supplied materials on 20th June 2017 and issued an Invoice
for it on 20th June. Payment is made on 27th July.
GST will not apply as the supply was made before GST implementation.

iii) ABC Ltd supplies goods on 15th July 2017.
GST will apply on this as supply was after GST rollout, even though the
contract was signed before GST.

iv)  KSEBL paid advance for supply of goods or services, on 20th June 2017
and ABC Ltd has raised Invoice for the same. ABC Ltd supplied the
materials on 5th July.
GST will not apply as the time of supply (as per Section 12 or 13) is before 1st
July 2017.

b) KSEBL has entered into security services contract for 3 months with M/s
KEXCON on 1st June 2017. The payment has to be made on monthly
basis.

i) Invoice for June 2017 is prepared on 30th June 2017. Payment is effected
on 7th July 2017.
GST will not be applicable as the time of supply is 30th June.

ii) Invoice for June 2017 is prepared on 1st July 2017. Payment is effected on
7th July 2017.
GST will be applicable as the time of supply is 1st July 2017.

Actions to be taken on implementation of GST:
Purchase of Goods:
1. It has to be ensured that, for supplies received on or before 30th June 2017, Invoices

are issued and GRN prepared on or before 30th June 2017 itself.
Work Contract or Service Contracts:
1. All contracts completed before 30th June 2017 has to be measured and

accounted on or before 30th June 2017.
2. In case of continuing contracts, like shift operator services, security services,

etc.,Invoices for the month of June has to be prepared and measured on or
before 30th June 2017 and accounted in June 2017 itself.

Purchase of Goods or receipt of service from unregistered contractors:
As per Section 9(4) of CGST Act, “the central tax in respect of the supply of

taxablegoods or services or both by a supplier, who is not registered, to a registered
person shall bepaid by such person on reverse charge basis as the recipient and all the
provisions of this Act shall apply to such recipient as if he is the person liable for
paying the tax in relation to thesupply of such goods or services or both.”

Wherever, KSEBL is making any purchase or availing any services from an
unregistered contractor, the liability to pay applicable GST on the goods or services
received, is on KSEBL. While accepting or evaluating tenders or quotations for purchase
or services, additional GST liability on account of the above has to be considered.
Illustration:
Tender for AMC of Computers is invited. The price to be quoted should be all inclusive.
ABC Ltd, registered contractor, quoted for ‘10,000/-. XYZ, unregistered contractor,
quoted for ‘9,000/-. Effective cost to KSEBL on account of contract with XYZ, being an
unregistered contractor, will be ‘10,620/- (i.e., ‘9,000 + GST @ 18% - ‘1,620/-). Thus,
lowest quote will be by ABC Ltd.
Updating of GSTIN of suppliers of goods or services
All the ARUs have to update their SARAS database by entering the Provisional Id or
GSTIN of the suppliers and contractors. RITU is in the process of updating the SARAS
software for incorporating the requirements under the GST Regime. Thus, all ARUs
have to collect copy of the Registration Acknowledgement containing the Provisional
Id or GSTIN from all contractors.
Quoting of GST Registration number on Invoices received:
With effect from 01st July 2017, whenever supplier of goods or services levies GST
on supplies to KSEBL, it has to be ensured that the Invoice is prepared in the name of
“Kerala State Electricity Board Limited” and the GST Number (Provisional Id or GSTIN)
of KSEBL is mentioned in the Invoice. Provisional Id of KSEBL is
“32AAECK2277NBZ1”. Once the GSTIN is allotted to KSEBL, the same will be intimated
to all field offices.
